Nominations Invited for National Humanities Medal

Deadline: June 6, 2002

Administered by the National Endowment for the Humanities, the National Humanities Medal honors scholars and other  individuals and groups whose work has strengthened citizens’ understanding of or engagement with history,
literature, philosophy, or other humanities subjects.

Nominations of scholars and other individuals or organizations whose activities support excellence in the humanities are welcomed. Examples of such activities include significant scholarship or writing that advances understanding of the humanities; development of outstanding humanities education programs for traditional students and adult learners; production of exemplary television documentaries or radio programs; development of excellent interpretive exhibitions, reading and discussion programs, or other programs that enrich the public’s understanding of the humanities; sustained philanthropic efforts on behalf of humanities activities or organizations; design and implementation of new technologies that enhance public, scholarly, or educational access to the humanities; and development of programs that affect the way in which cultural resources are preserved.

Individual nominees must be living U.S. citizens or permanent residents who have filed for naturalization. Nominated organizations must be established or incorporated in the United States. Nominations may be submitted using the
online nomination form or by mail or fax. Self-nominations are not permitted. See the NEH Web site for complete nomination guidelines.

Medtronic Foundation and COMPAS Announce Arts Grant Program for Twin Cities

Deadline: July 15, 2002

The Medtronic Foundation, the corporate foundation of Minneapolis-based medical technology company Medtronic, Inc., and COMPAS, a nonprofit organization whose mission is to strengthen people and communities in Minnesota by engaging them in creating art, are partnering to launch
the Medtronic Community Arts Program in Minneapolis and St. Paul. This joint venture will provide organizational grants of up to $7,000 to metro-area nonprofit organizations whose programs increase access to the arts and
promote cross-cultural understanding.

Nonprofit arts organizations in Anoka, Dakota, Hennepin, Ramsey, Scott, Washington, and Wright counties can submit funding requests for their arts programs and related expenses such as artists’ and administrative fees, supplies, and transportation. Grants will be awarded for a one-year
period.

National 4-H Council Offers Cooperative Business Plan Awards for Youth

Deadline: July 3, 2002 (extended)

The National 4-H Council, with support from the RuralBusiness Cooperative Service of the U.S. Department of Agriculture, has announced the availability of five $2,000 awards for the design of a business plan for a cooperative.

The goal of the project is to have youth, in partnership with an adult, write a business plan for a community cooperative. Awardees will not be required to implement the plan; instead, the awards are meant to encourage youth to research cooperatives and learn how to write a business plan for a hypothetical cooperative in the community. The project is not limited to a specific type of cooperative and welcomes plans for agricultural, dairy, housing, utility, health, and other types of cooperatives.

Decisions on awards will be based on how well the business plan includes and addresses the appropriate elements for a business plan, with specific reference to cooperative business elements.

Blue Cross Blue Shield of Massachusetts Foundation Accepting Applications for Grants to Expand Health Care Access

Deadline: September 9, 2002 (letter of inquiry)

The Blue Cross Blue Shield of Massachusetts (BCBSMA) Foundation works to expand access to health care in the Commonwealth by focusing on developing measurable and sustainable solutions that benefit uninsured, vulnerable, and low-income individuals and families.

The foundation is currently accepting applications in the focus area of “Access,” which includes the following programs:

Strengthening the Voice for Access: grants to support policy initiatives across the state that promote the interests of the uninsured, underinsured, and underserved.

Innovation Fund for the Uninsured: grants to support community organizations to develop, expand or sustain care models for the uninsured, including outreach, care
coordination, and case management.

Connecting Consumers with Care: grants to support organizations that are enrolling uninsured residents in state health insurance programs and building the connection between enrollment and care.

To be eligible, applicants must be nonprofit 501(c)(3) organizations or government agencies based in Massachusetts with a mission that includes improving access and removing barriers to health care for low-income or uninsured state residents.

Organizations are required to submit a Letter of Inquiry Cover Summary and Letter of Inquiry form before sending a complete grant application and proposal. Selected
organizations will be invited to submit a complete application and proposal. Under the “Access” grants program, an organization may submit proposals for more than one of
the program focus areas.

Gleitsman Foundation Award to Honor International Activists

Deadline: November 15, 2002

Established in 1989, the Gleitsman Foundation recognizes and encourages leadership in social activism worldwide.

The foundation’s International Activist Award is designed to honor individuals in the international community who have inspired change and motivated others in the realm of social activism. The honorees will share $100,000 and will each receive a specially commissioned sculpture designed by Maya Lin, creator of the Vietnam War Memorial in Washington, D.C. The award is presented every other year, alternating with the foundation’s Citizen Activist Award, which is presented to U.S.-based activists.

For 2003, the International Activist Award will focus on the eradication of poverty. Citizens from all countries (excluding the U.S.) are eligible to apply. Although the
award is designed to recognize and honor widely varying forms of positive social activism, the winners must demonstrate exceptional perseverance, selflessness, and
leadership in striving to combat social injustice in their communities, nations, or the world. No preference will be given to those individuals who have gained the attention
of the international media; the award is made solely on the level of conviction,  tenacity, and impact demonstrated by the nominee.
