Trainer:  Patricia J. Bland, M.A. CCDC, lives in Juneau, Alaska and directs the Train the Trainer Project for the Alaska Network on Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault.  She partners with advocates and disability service providers around the state to provide domestic violence and sexual assault education and outreach for rural and remote Alaskan communities. Patti also provides training and technical assistance pertaining to violence against women and substance use, misuse and addiction, through her work as part of the State Tribal Forum collaborative.
Prior to moving to Alaska, Patti served 12 years as both an advocate and lead chemical dependency counselor for New Beginnings shelter and community-based program in Seattle.  In WA State, Patti worked closely with Seattle Indian Health Board, Refugee Women’s Alliance, Consejo, and other community based domestic violence advocates to develop services responsive to the needs of women and families impacted by multiple abuse issues.  Currently, Patti provides training and technical assistance addressing the intersection between domestic violence, substance misuse, trauma and mental health issues, for programs across the US.
Course Description:  This training will provide participants with increased understanding of issues facing women impacted by co-occurring problems: domestic violence and substance misuse.
Practical tips will be offered to enhance participants’ ability to assess substance misuse and domestic violence as barriers to health, safety, autonomy and justice.  
Participants will develop tools to improve their comfort level and capacity to provide services while addressing safety planning and recovery issues for individuals impacted by multi-abuse trauma.  
Screening and safety planning tools for addressing co-occurring DV and substance abuse issues will be provided as well as tips to provide better advocacy and intervention.
