1.  Tobacco is a drug of dependence;

2.  Tobacco dependence exacts a devastating toll on people in treatment and recovery from other chemical  

        dependencies;

3.  Tobacco dependence is closely related to other chemical dependencies;

4.  It is safe to treat tobacco dependence at the same time as other chemical dependencies; and

5.  Treating tobacco dependence at the same time as other chemical dependencies may improve treatment 

     outcomes.
The training will provide administrators and staff with information on the latest research on 
tobacco dependence treatment integration, the recommended steps to begin the process, and sample 
policies and practices.  A review of the science of nicotine addiction and how it is similar to and 
different from other addictions will be covered, as well as an overview of assessment tools and treatment 
planning strategies.  Pharmacological supports available to aid in treatment will be covered in depth.
