1. Attendance: Nita, Ida, Ellen, Patti, Karen, Nita, Jennifer, Jim, Cynthia,Florence, Susan, Norma, Mark, Barb Clampet, Sandi Saltier.

2.Treasurer’s Report: Nita shared an overview of the 2008 year to date budget. It was stated that it was nice to have the budget on the computer now. It was recommended to put $3000 into the checking from savings, Ellen moved and Jim seconded. There was a discussion as to whether we needed to bring to the board if there was money needed to be moved from one place to the other. It was decided that funds could be moved by the staff when needed. Nita asked if we wanted a review, compilation, or audit for the books. Many felt it should be the audit. It was decided to ask  Floyd Dunaway from NFP to give us an estimate on the cost difference for review, compilation, audit, as well as a recommendation about which would be best for our purposes, so the BODs could make an informed decision and give an estimate for a cost of the 990 we are required to submit. Florence agreed to ask NFP for this information and these estimates.  

3. Speakers: 


Nita Lynn, Director of First Step Family Support Center, and Ida Carroll, Parents as Teachers West End Outreach shared information about evidence based programs that are available here in Clallam County. It was noted that parents appreciate that they can learn new ideas to help them teach their own children. Parent as Teachers Parent Educators for each agency have been trained, tested, and must be recertified each year. 


Nita shared with us a visual model of the parent education programs and early childhood education available in Clallam County, and not inside the school district or head start. Nita explained universal, targeted, and limited programs that are available, so we could see gaps and where more services as well as understand the programs that are in jeopardy of being cut or eliminated in this tight state budget biennium. Parents as Teachers is universal model evidence based practice. Nita has funding for 30 families and Ida has funding in the west end for 10 for the Parents as Teachers program. The cost is $2000.00 per family. 

  Ida noted that half of the funding for Parents as Teachers received in the west end for her classes are for Spanish speaking population.

First Steps Family Support Center received funding to provide Parent Child Assistance Program to 30 families for 3 years. The program assists families, who have drug or alcohol involvement that impacts their children. First Step can enroll 115 more families in the program. Fist Step can provide services even if the child leaves s the home. 

Both Ida and Nita are concerned about funding cuts that are coming down the road.

4. Reports: 

Minutes were read; Florence made the motion they be approved and Nita seconded.

Sandi Saltiel is now certified to teach the Strengthening Families Parenting groups. The next session is Jan 20 till March 3, at Roosevelt Elementary, 4 families signed so far, max size is 12 families, covers grades 4-8 childcare available. There were suggestions for placement of flyers to advertise the groups.

Nita shared they have a Post Partum group started at Firsts Steps for women with babies under six month old. Includes infant massage.
