-     Healthy environment for patrons and staff

-     People who are against feel it will hurt business.  

Why doesn’t state legislature enact?  

-     Have had proposals before them several times, nothing has ever been passed.  

-     The people wanted to decide.  

-     I-901 – not national parks or military instillations, tribes are exempt from the law.

-     Public health may be working to educate around colleges.  

-     WA health laws – 225,000 workers unprotected in WA

-     9 states in US have laws to protect from clean indoor air act.

Norma – Who is responsible for enforcing?

Rachel – LHJ is responsible for enforcement.  Florence, Dr. Locke, Andy and I will decide and notify PW! when and if I-901 passes.

Mindy – Businesses make more $ because they turn tables faster.  A large majority of residents support.

Ida – Any business in State of WA?

Mindy – Exempt of size restrictions.  If people want specifics, they can go to the Secretary of State website and download a copy of initiative.  Home-based business covered by law.

Ida – Does someone have to witness or does someone hear about it?

Mindy – Similar to environmental health inspections.  Can’t tell government how to enforce because it is an initiative.  DOH will recommend what LHJ’s should do.  If someone is belligerent, police can always be called.  24/7 patrols not realistic.  

Florence – Is League of Women Voters doing anything?

Norma – Secretary of State will send us something.

Cynthia – Cervical cancer and new vaccine – is ACS thinking about how to encourage folks about that?

Mindy – Not sure – brand new vaccine – hope for more funding to cover more women.  Cautiously talk about it as more news comes out.

Nancy – Relay for life – great thing.
Committee Reports
Dad’s Event – Norma reported slow but sure progress for Dad’s Event.  Kris Richardson working with Jim Borte.  Karen Meyer is having meeting for Dad’s Event and Social Marketing, date TBD.
Planning Committee Update – Met on September 28.  Nancy Martin, Laurey Hansen-Carl and Nita Lynn came to speak.  Rachel and Karen will be attending Domestic Violence Task Force meeting on October 12.  Wednesday, Ida will be hosting Planning Committee in Forks.  Everyone welcome, meet at the courthouse at 8:30 am – front door on 4th street to carpool. 
In your day to day experience, when you talk with folks ask

1. What do they currently know about their area of expertise?
Draft plans in Port Angeles, Sequim, Forks community meetings.

Cynthia – P.R.O.T.E.C.T. Coalition is interested in helping.  

Rachel – Asked Norma to provide questions for minutes and for the Domestic Violence Task Force.

Updates
Susan – Dream Center doing well.  Lots of kids and babies.  We need to figure out how to work with First Step – Nanny Program.  Resource Room at PAHS – any information can go there.

Joanne – Ellen told me about Para Educator job at Hamilton.  New to the areas and is interested in getting involved.

Susan – If anyone knows about services for kids the Secretary of PAHS is willing to let parents know about services/agencies on campus in PAHS bulletin.
Ellen - School District facing $450,000 - $500.00 budget cut next few weeks – lasting a long time.  5900 – 3800 in PASD since 1998.  12.8% of budget on IUP’s – 18% of PASD students on IUP’s so no dollars from feds.  IUP students take priority over non IUP students.  Seeing more kids born to alcohol and other drug abusive homes.  We need to let folks know that people are uninformed, part of why school counselors cut.  Part of levy went to pensions - $300,000 totally gone.  PASD trying to decide what to cover.  

Nancy – Grant for emotionally disturbed kids piggy back situation with childcare because childcare providers are not trained to deal.  Enrollment in PA – 75 fewer kindergarteners and 60 some less at MS/HS.  No truancy officer to full them back in.
Ellen - Would like to educate the community about the situation in PASD, how schools are funded and how we can help with the kids who get thrown out of system when they are 18.

Cynthia – Had conversation with folks at Cape Flattery – similar situations across all districts.

Norma – Why are schools responsible for assessing 0-3 year old kids?  Maybe we need to advocate that that’s not school’s job.

By law, it is the school’s responsibility.

Cynthia – Development occurs sequentially just needs to be done properly.

Nancy – No parenting classes for children under 5 years old.  

Florence – RFP’s in next month or so.  DFC renewal as of October 1, 2005.  Cultural Competency training maxed – looking for another training.  Healthy Youth Survey and Communities That Care data coming from Stacie Neff.  Karen will be doing a Guiding Good Choices Facilitator training in November.  DASA state incentive grant.

Cynthia – Clallam County Literacy Council is looking for Prevention Works! support.  All in favor – all.
