Treasurer’s report was given by Nita-no questions.

Program: Kids Before Smoke

Florence introduced Stacie Neff.  Stacie talked about how she evaluated how programs work with smoking clients trying to intercede and reduce or alter their smoking habits. Stacie looked at the data for programs that work with many pregnant clients and helps educate them only first and second hand smoking. The programs see a lot of success in how clients are viewing and understanding the impact second hand smoke has on children’s health. A high number of clients received some type of intervention. Quit line, cessation classes, support group, supportive peers, or a magazine where some of the choices offered. Nita shared that most clients are doing better than the number indicate, like smoking outside and using a “smoking jacket” that stays outside only. One on one supports appears to be the best for success. Clients are feeling empowered with information on how to keep their children healthier. 

Reports: 
                Jill handed out flyers about smoking  risks with a pen attached. She shared local smoking facts and told us that our percents are higher in Port Angeles than in Washington State. Jill also shared that other populations had higher levels of smokers, those being natives, lgbt, and low socioeconomic individuals. 

                Florence shared evaluation results on Dr. Dennis Embrey.

                Dan Maguire talked about his collaboration with Big brothers Big Sisters. He had started a program called Y Buddies in the schools where adults mentored the kids but are never alone with a youth. They had 6 partners and all interactions were positive. The Big Brother Big sister  program will take over where the YMCA left off but  will be working with teenagers to hopefully supply a lot more mentors. Americorps will be workingwith Big Brothers Big Sisters project.  

                Dan also shared he is a part of a group of adults trying to figure how to help create something for the youth since the Y House has closed. He stated that in the beginning in 1996 a lot of the funding came from county and city, but in the end it was all on the YMCA. Anyone interested in being a part of the meeting can attend. They meet every other Wednesday at Lincoln School at 4; the next meeting is 10-15-08. 

                Norma shared for the POE meeting.  

                Packets of flower seeds for Domestic Violence Awareness are now ready for distribution. Please prepay for packets. The seeds will be sold until they are all gone. POE will be talking with Seth Dawson of Snohomish County who is familiar with this type of plan. There is funding available for prevention when a county plan has been completed. Talked about ten year celebration.
