2. Action Items

· Executive Committee recommends the Board to consider and select two goals for 2009 at the December BOD Meeting, which would be used as focal points for the year.
Minnie presented the recommendation from the Executive Committee that the Board adopt two goals for 2009 at the board meeting on December 8th. Ellen made a motion to adopt the recommendation and Cynthia provided the second. The motion passed by a voice vote without any opposition. The discussion will take place at the December meeting.
· Executive Committee recommends a two hour BOD meeting for 8 am Friday, November 21st at Renaissance to discuss “Consideration for Sustainability & Development” (passed out at the 7.08 Board Retreat and attached) including: 1) Maintain Current Status; 2)Contracting  Funds to Outside Providers; 3) Hiring Staff.

Minnie introduced the recommendation from the Executive Board meeting held on October 31, 2008


that a two hour Board of Directors meeting be held on Friday, November 21st beginning at 8 am at 

Renaissance to discuss the three options for sustainability and development. Ellen made a motion to 


adopt the Executive Board’s recommendation and Jim provided the second. Nita stressed that it is a 


very important issue and all members who can should attend. The motion passed by a voice vote 


without any opposition. 

3.  Business

· Funding for directory of preschool providers, Cynthia Martin

      Cynthia provided information on her request to PW! to provide $1,000 to help print the 2009 


Directory of Preschool Programs in Clallam County. She said that there are about 2,800 children

      in Preschool and the directory would be distributed to approximately 2,000 families in the county.

      The request was slightly more than the $800 received from PW! for the current version. However, 

      the new version will include more in depth information on the qualifications of teachers and staff
 
at the various programs. Jill made a motion to approve funding in the amount of $1,000 for the


printing of the new directory. Ellen provided the second and the motion was passed unanimously 


without any opposition. 

· Funding for books for Foster Children, Cynthia Martin


Cynthia requested that PW! provide $150 to help cover the cost of books for children in foster


care in our county during the holiday season. There are approximately 250 foster children. Books


will include The Polar Express and others. A label will be added to each book acknowledging


the donation by Prevention Works! and other donors. Jill made the motion for the funding in the 


for the requested amount of $150. Ellen provided the second and the motion passed without any 


opposition . 

· Publicity, Outreach, and Education is looking for clarification regarding the STARS scholarships


Jim explained that there was lack of clarity regarding the funding for the STARS scholarships.


Originally the board had approved funding in the amount of $500 for STARS scholarships as part of   
PW’s Tenth Anniversary Celebration. However, the POE Committee learned that there is no charge  
for providers to attend the training, but that there are costs for the trainings, such as stipend for the
trainers and other associated costs. The POE Committee wanted to clarify the situation, so that the 
funding could be expended through the end of 2009 to help with the STARS trainings. Jim made

a motion to that effect and Cynthia provided the second. The motion was passed by a voice vote


without opposition. 

· Update on invitations to the Board


Mark Baumann was introduced by Ellen and welcomed to the Board as the newest member. 


Jennifer will prepare a packet of information about PW for Mark. Florence will be following up


with an earlier invitation to Lowell Johnson with the Jamestown S’Klallam Tribe to join the Board.

There was a short discussion about the need to develop a process for the review of the minutes.


All members need to collectively provided feedback in a timely matter. Ellen made a motion 


to accept the minutes of the meeting held on 10/13/08 and Jill provided the second. The motion


passed by a voice vote without any opposition.
