Introductions.

Meeting CTO at 4:08 by Prevention Works Vice President Ellen Fetchiet

Network Meeting:  Florence gave brief summary of joint meeting process and reasons.  


Appointment of Vice Chair:  CCCN needs to appoint a Vice Chairperson to serve throughout remainder of biennium or through next election cycle.  Jim Borte has volunteered to serve in that capacity.  Ellen moves to accept, Anna seconded.  Motion carried.  

Bylaws:  Terralyn distributed revised Bylaws at last meeting.  Florence explained that new Network Bylaws were patterned after Prevention Works Bylaws to keep mechanics similar and more streamline.  Questions were called for – none were presented.  Anna Barrigan moved to accept bylaws as presented, Jim Borte seconded, motion carried.  

Budget and Financial Report –  After cuts from beginning of last biennium, Family Policy Council funds were reinstated in the amount of approximately $17,000.  Including these funds new budget estimates indicate that CCCN has a total of ional $19,633.69 that needs to be allocated and spent by June 30, 2007.   Because of RFP process and the time it takes to facilitate that, we discussed increasing existing agencies allotment.  The proposal calls for increasing Lutheran by one class, $2281,  WEO – Home Visiting $6,176.  First Step – Home visiting & Parent Education $6,176.   In addition $5,000 would be allocated for co-sponsoring events and purchasing curricula.   
Becca Korby asked whether or not that the proposal was cast in stone or was there a way to distribute to other agencies as well.   Discussion of how the RFP process works and the time factor to get out an RFP process.  Florence explained parameters of a new RFP, what guidelines are expected from the Network and Family Policy Council, in addition that each program need to be completed by May 30, 2007 in order to give Terralyn time to close out biennium.  
Susan Hillgren asked if we could table the discussion until after Pete’s presentation.  Members agreed
CCCN Resolution for signatures:  County is requiring the Network to provide a resolution indicating authorized signers for county business.  Signers include Chairperson, Vice Chairperson and in absence of either of these Terralyn could sign except for payroll.  Rayna Abrahams moves to adopt resolution No. 2006-01, Pete Peterson seconded, motion carried.  

Discussion of FPC conference Nov 29 – Dec. 1:   Family Policy Council Network Partner’s Summit in Vancouver, WA.  Dynamic speakers, valuable information and training appropriate to work that we do.  Network regularly sends members to this each year; paying for member registration, hotel and meals.  Let Terralyn know if you are interested in going.     
Presentation:  Pete Peterson, Dir. Of Clallam County Juvenile Services

Pete encouraged anyone who has questions to call him afterward to talk to him.  

Pete described Juvenile Services as an ever-changing system.  Programs come and go, funding changes, changes due to legislators, etc.  During the last 6-8 years many programs are steered by best practices and proven programs in our work – this is the driving force for juvenile justice too.  Money is being put to these types of juvenile programs.  

Norma Turner emailed Pete indicating what PW and the Network would like to hear.  Pete brought Danetta Rutten to assist him.

Pete distributed a handout describing Juvey, its accomplishments, challenges, performance indicators, operating budget, etc.  
Juvenile Services is operating at about $500,000 to $600,000 less than 5 years ago.  A big part has been revenue that cannot be generated anymore, has declined, or has been eliminated.  36 FTE – 16 supported by outside revenue.  There is a paper in the handout listing changes.    

Profile of current juvenile offenders:  Danetta Rutten - there is a very wide range; difficult to profile.  Danetta walked through process.  During the process, juveniles are given risk assessment to determine whether they have a high, moderate or low risk to reoffend.  A lot of cases have to do with alcohol and drugs – not first time used but first time caught.   Each kid is different and Juvey’s job is not only to follow court orders, but to get the help the kids need.  More girls are coming through Juvey than 10 years ago.  The rate was 5% when Pete started 20 years ago.  Now we are at about 25% female.  Some of the reasons for this are, how crime is dealt with and how judge handle cases.  Underlying profile is drugs and alcohol.   
Truancy.  Until 1993 no one was doing anything about truancy.  Becca law passed, based on runaway in Spokane that was killed on streets.  Truancy is huge issue, here, state and nationwide.  500 truancy filings in our county.  Huge issue for schools on count day and schools don’t get paid for that kid.  Juvey working with schools on truancy committee to address the issue and reengage kids in school system.  Truancy/drop out/crime is hugely related.  

Dependency – Drugs and alcohol are primary problem.  Meth is biggest issue.  2 years ago.   25-30 dependency filings/yr.  now 85 filings/year.  Not enough case workers, court system clogging up, etc.  appointing GAL’s to adequately represent kids.

Need Guardian Ad Litems for either criminal or dependency side.  

Teen Court – part of diversion.   Youth volunteers conduct mock trial system with real offenders.  One of 3 in state.  Good for all involved.  

DASA certified drug and alcohol agency.  Trying to expand to include mental health facility to get staff that has credentials to do counseling.   Ours was first in the state that had chemical dependency treatment facilty in juvenile service.  Clallam was first juvenile drug court in Washington state.    

Rob Welsh asked whether Juvey had written materials about available volunteer oppor-tunities.  Pete and Danetta agreed to get material to Shaine to send out to all PW members. 
A lot of kids they work with co-occurring disorders.  Juvey going through licensing procedures with state to provide mental health services.  Will be private stand alone program.  Has an employee who is certified, but to take advantage of that they must get licensed.  Legislators want to appropriate money to best practices so they are looking for BP/for their project.  McCarther has funds.  Gates Foundation is getting involved in mental health issue and juvenile issues.  A lot of opportunity to apply for funds.  

Where are we headed:  Always changing, our current struggle is to maintain fundamental services of our department.  Any fundamental services that support ancillary services.  Ct. process, detention and supervision – core services.  Trying to stabilize core services and continue to do good job.  Continue to look at treatment.  

Jim Borte – Dad’s Event.  PW has done a lot of forums throughout our history.  Have had great speakers.  A couple of years ago started talking about fathers – getting them more involved.  Have ended up calling it our “Dad’s Event”.  Want to honor them and get them more engaged.  Started with idea of big event.  Then decided to have pre-events to get fathers excited.  There will be 4 pre-events.  Saturdays.  2-4, Sequim, PA.  Neah, Clallam Bay, Forks – ice cream social, booths; then one big event.  There will be a number of presenters.  Mac Bledsoe – parenting with dignity positive approach to parenting.  HS teacher, football coach, son Drew Bledsoe of Dallas Cowboys.  Berney Dorsey, lives in Kirkland, founder of conscience fathering.  Pre-natal and childhood development,  developmental program on toilet training.  Received Governors award in 2002.  

Group has identified a “hit list” and will get folks to look over event to see how it will look in their community.  Next meeting December 5, United Way board room.    

Agency news – Kristen Shutte, ESD supervisor for Prev. interventionist.  Talking about cuts and allocation for 5 school districts.  

Karen Meyer – HY has been meeting regularly finishing up data analysis to submit for state incentive grant by January.   

Annie Barrigan – announced Salvation Army’s Christmas program – she is out soliciting.  Fliers out in the county.  If anyone does not have one at their agency – see Annie.  

Dec. 15 Linda Becker, Epidemiologist PhD.  looking at low geography data sources, at school or community district levels, mapping and strategies.  Afternoon regarding underage drinking. A flier will come out after Friday.  Will be held at City Council chambers.   

Person Centered treatment planning – chemical dependency, mental health, case management, planning for clients.  60 people signed up.   

Approval of PW/Network minutes for October 9, 2006.   Minutes,   Florence Bucierka                        moved to approve minutes, Anna Barrigan seconded, motion carried.  

Tabled Network money allocation.   Consensus to decide upon proposal by December (1st week) Network staff will send out proposal and options via email and members are to respond by that date.
