Membership Meeting

December 11, 2006

The meeting was called to order by Norma Turner at 4:03 pm. Presentation by Preston Kayes, Chandra McGoff and Melanie Taylor on “Everything You Wanted to Know About Adolescent Chemical Dependency Treatment in Clallam County”.

Olympic Personal Growth Center is the treatment provider for both the adult and the juvenile drug court in Sequim.  Klallam Counseling has been the primary treatment provider for adult drug court in Port Angeles since it started.  West End Outreach Services has a youth program that services the Forks area, Quileute Tribe and Makah.  True Star Recovery Program is housed at Clallam County Juvenile and Family Services.
There are lots of differences and similarities between adolescent and adult treatment.  Working with kids is like working with little adults - they have the same issues.  The hardest thing with working with kids is that no matter inpatient or outpatient, the school is their bar.  With adults you can tell them you need to stay out of bars but with kids they have to go to school and that is where their drug dealers are.  Usually the primary focus in groups is using peers and school.  Kids are also using family, even the ones that don’t drink and drug are rescuing and enabling and we fight with them a lot.  We have a drug court kid and his parents too.  We are getting somewhere with this family because we are treating the entire family from when they first got in trouble.  The biggest struggle working with teenagers is their families.  Family involvement is vital but we are lucky if we have two parents never mind if we have two parents involved and we’re real lucky if we have two sober parents involved.  
Kids get into treatment through court, parents, youth at risk, school and probation officers.  The kinds of drugs mostly seen are opiates, dextromethorphan, methadone and adderal.  Kids get methadone from parents, stealing from parents, buying at school, on-line or prescription.  The use of meth seems to be going down among kids.  Nicotine, marijuana and alcohol are still the number one choices for kids.  Adult drug court since 1999 has been tracking, 64% primary drug of choice has been methamphetamine.  Drug court is for non-violent offenders and non-sexual offenders.  
One big difference between tribal and non-tribal treatment agencies are there is more opportunity for support in tribal communities because you have the tribal elders.  You can definitely utilize the elders and the culture as part of their treatment.  Klallam Counseling pays for all native travel for youth to or from inpatient treatment and for their families.  It is much easier to access inpatient treatment for tribal youth.  Klallam Counseling and Choice provide bus passes and drug court provides bus tickets for youth for outpatient treatment.  
How is youth treatment paid for?  Juvenile Services has quite a few contracts like JRA, Klallam Counseling and Olympic Personal Growth have Medicaid contracts and a low income contracts through the county.  There is also a drug court contract for drug court participants who don’t have medicaid.  Tribal youth are treated for free.
Business Meeting

Approval of PW/Network minutes of November 13, 2006.  Sue Renes moved to approve the minutes, Patty Bell seconded, motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report – We have approximately $29,000.  $10,000 came to us from an anonymous donor and will go back out to Communities That Care.

Dad’s Event – We are working on an overall Dad’s Event that we want to hold the first Saturday in June, the week before Father’s Day.  We also want to do 4 preliminary events in Sequim, Port Angeles, Forks and the Bays (Neah Bay/Clallam Bay).  Preliminary events would be less formal and act as promotion for big event.  Focus is on the importance of dad’s in the family.  We are looking at a couple of national speakers.  Next meeting is January 9, 2007 at 9:00 am in the United Way Conference Room.
