MINUTES:


Meeting was called to order at 4:08 p.m. by President Norma Turner and was conducted at Olympic Medical Center in the Fairshter Room.  

Introductions – Participants introduced themselves and in honor of Valentine’s Day shared something they love.

There are some minor changes to the minutes:    Dave Sue works at State Patrol – not Sheriffs office,  Cherie Reeves name was spelled incorrectly, also  Florence & Jennifer work at Clallam County  Health & Human Services.  

Minutes:    Cynthia Martin moved that minutes be accepted as amended, Karen Meyer seconded, motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:   Rachel Anderson reported a balance of $9,369.59 and that there have been no major changes and passed around balance sheet.

Committee Reports:

Pam Arnott – Home Visiting Report:    Pam announced a new member to the team - Lyle Fox from Health Dept.   She talked about several areas – review of where home visiting is currently going, and what each agency is doing.   She talked about plans for the annual home visiting summit.   The focus this year will be on fathers.  In addition there has been more interest in domestic violence and substance abuse also and how care givers can deal with post-traumatic stress.  Pam noted that they were looking into having Patty Bland as a presenter.  No date has been set for the summit yet and the group is considering doing quarterly meetings and shorter events.       

Rural Health Grant - The Prevention Works board was utilized in the process of this grant and was very useful - a good way to encourage collaboration.   The grant is completed and there is no further funding available from this grant.  

Pam spoke of April Lactation Conference and passed out fliers regarding the relationship of breast-feeding on long term health benefits.  There will be a workshop on this issue at the lactation conf.  Discussion to use evaluation tool and have it evaluated through Prevention Works.  Fliers will be sent to coalition of breast feeding in Canada.  Christina Smilli, internationally  known in lactation work,  will be speaking on Monday April 25th – see  brochure.  Prevention works to endorse conference and have an insert in the program.       

Pam moved for Prevention Works to endorse the April 25, 2005 Lactation Conference and that the Home Visiting Committee would collaborate with Prevention Works for evaluation purposes, Ida Carroll seconded, motion carried.   The conference would target professionals working with lactating women.  They will offer a lunchtime piece to attract working professionals, WIC, nurses, etc.  

Parent Ed. Committee Report.  Karen Meyer – There were no meetings to report on since last PW meeting.  However, there are plans to conduct Strengthening Families training sometime between May 4-6 for a 2 ½ day training.   This curricula is a parent/child Best Practice program geared toward parents of children ages 10-14.   The training would be sponsored by the County and Communities That Care.  They could like to have a countywide representation.  They will encourage West End to participate. 

Rachel Anderson – Tobacco – Announcement of training in Olympia March 16th -  Effective Strategies for Working with Diverse Communities.  

Quit line  - grant to reduce tobacco use for males between  18-29 – participants get free nicotine patches or gum; over $300 in value to participants.    Norma suggested a call to Forks and PA radio stations to ask them to do Public Service Announcements.  State asked if Rachel would submit a proposal to National Conf. on Tobacco or Heath in Chicago in May.   She has a poster presentation.   

Publicity Outreach – Norma Turner – Norma announced and handed out information regarding Nancy Amidei – policy watch  - a weekly email newsletter on social service issues/proposed legislation in the legislature. 

WCPCAN is offering special license plates – KEEP KIDS SAFE -  Prevention Works has already officially endorsed them.  Norma will write an official letter of endorsement to Buck, Hargrove, and Kessler.   The plates cost an extra $40, funding goes to prevention programs. 

Bremerton Sun recently had a special 5 part series called  “Brain Child” which talks about impact of first three years.   Members noted that Jim Borte should check into this.  Karen indicated that she has spoken to Peninsula Daily News about doing more child friendly/parent friendly articles and are trying to get things worked out.    

Barb Clampett announced that on Tuesday, April 26, 2005 from 7-9 p.m. at Peninsula College they will hold the  30th annual family life celebration.  Drs. John and Mary Wegman will be presenters and will speak about the different stages of life from birth through grand parenting.  Disscussion of PW being a collaborative partner and posting information on the website.  It was asked if PW was going to provide some money for the celebration.  Barb was asked to submit a proposal that could be discussed at the next board meeting on February 24th.  Cynthia Martin moved that Prevention Works endorse the “Stages of Family Life” celebration, with a consideration of financial endorsement as well, Rachel seconded, motion carried.  

Cynthia announced the Parenting Matters Foundation annual dinner and auction will be held March 26th, Saturday night.  5:00 at Sunland Clubhouse – a free dinner will be served.  

Presentation of Safe Kids – Chuck Standley

Safe Kids is a national organization which works to prevent injuries to children. It was started by an Emergency Room Physician. The local chapter includes both Jefferson and Clallam County and is headed by Dave Sue. A significant activity locally is training seat belt technicians who provide information and infant seat car checks. In addition they have provided numerous free or low cost infant car seats and bicycle helmets. Safe Kids is requesting that Prevention Works! by their fiscal agent. This proposal will be discussed at the upcoming board meeting. A draft contract will be necessary.
