Clallam County Prevention Works Community Coalition
March 13, 2006

The meeting was called to order by Norma Turner.  Those attending were Norma Turner, Florence Bucierka, Jennifer Charles, Rebecca Redshaw, Ida Carroll, Sue Renes, Rachel Anderson, Ellen Fetchiet, Helen Glad Toliver, Iva Burks, Jim Borte, Rayna Abrahams and Cynthia Martin.

Norma asked people to talk about where they would like to go.  Ida is going to go to Finland, Sue wants to go to Great Barrier Reef in Australia, Helen would love to go to New Zealand, Cynthia’s going to retirement, Rebecca is going to New Zealand, Rachel is Australia, Florence to New Guinea for aboriginal art, Jim already has gone to 32 countries, but he still wants to go to New Zealand, Hong Kong, and some others, Jennifer wants to head to Venice, and Norma wants to go to Antarctica.
Minutes Carol Gilligan on 2nd page talked about Moral Development.  It was moved and seconded that the minutes as be accepted as corrected.

Treasurer’s Report


Rachel gave the report but not much changed.  Biggest expense remains Shaine for $100 plus for her traveling expenses plus domain name for the year.  This is reflected in the report.  Rachel says we have still not had the check cashed by Drew Betz that is the second one mailed to her. Norma asked about checks cost.  We have $23,000 approximately and 1008 pencils have been ordered.

Changing By Laws


It was moved and seconded that we change the bylaws to move the annual meeting to May.  Rachel moved and Ida seconded.  It was passed.

Rebecca Redshaw from the Clallam County Literacy Council (CCLC)

Rebecca Redshaw has been involved in the council for about 3 years.  She was a teacher at the college in the tutoring program and then she decided to continue because she liked it.  She talked about the book Three Cups of Tea which is about a mountain climber who didn’t make it but who went on to build a school for them. She thinks the messages even mean things we need to do here.

She discussed the Bookworm Club and how the books are out in the community.  We have over 100 baskets out in the community.  The end of April we will be having a Book Blitz to try to get 50 more baskets out to those wanting them.  Cynthia talked about the number of positive responses to the Bookworm Club.  


Clallam County Literacy Council does a reading contest on Family Literacy Day.  Rebecca talked about the adult literacy efforts of the council.  Tutors are available.  A group from the Literacy Council is going out to doctor’s offices to update complex medical forms.  There are also PSA’s on the radio right now to encourage reading.  


Gently read books are also being encouraged to be donated.  Anyone who has books can give them to CCLC.  


Rebecca talked about the increased emphasis on the website.  The Council meets the last Thursday of each month from 10:00 - noon at the library.  On occasion they meet in Sequim at First Teacher.  Norma asked about classes for illiterate.  Rebecca said currently they are working more on one on one basis.  Rebecca worked at the jail for awhile and still gives books on Boxer Day.  


Florence suggested Juvenile Detention facility.  She also brought up the Children in Foster Care books.  Showers for First Time Grandmothers to buy books and give them to Literacy Council were also discussed.  

Mental Health/Substance Abuse Tax


Norma gave an update on the committee working on this Hargrove bill.  It would expand mental health/substance abuse by adding a small percentage to the sales tax.  It went to the Commissioners and will have a public hearing on March 28.  The PA Chamber of Commerce met today and endorsed the tax.  Lots of people are signing on. 
Runaway and Homeless Youth Project of Serenity House
The goal of this project is to help youth reunite with their family or to develop skills to be on their own.  Cynthia moved and Ida seconded us sending a letter of support to the project.  Norma said she would write it.
CADCA Conference in Washington D. C.


Florence talked about what happened at this recent conference.  She felt there was an increase emphasis on treatment as well as prevention.  She went to some fund raising meetings considering how to raise funds.  She felt there were ideas that would be worth talking about in future meetings.  


Rachel said the best one for her talked about media and the importance of keeping in mind you are talking to the community.  There were some amazing people who came to the meeting, especially a number of women.  She felt it was really worth while.


Norma liked it that congressional people dropped by; they were from across the political arena.  She went to groups that talked about unique partnerships.  She asked the question if we should we be a member of the Chamber or what other groups.  She described car dealer getting involved in prevention because of car theft.  They began requiring finger prints to cash checks; it took a lot of people to make it work to decrease the drug involvement.  It elevated the understanding that there was a serious meth problem in this one community.  It increased the credibility of the group even though it took over a year.  Norma felt we needed to reach out more to the businesses than to expect business to come to us.  She felt we should Think About Other Groups We Should Be Connected With.
Parent Education


Florence said we are reviewing a video for a parent based educational program.  We do have some training funds.  Now we have 0-18 what should we look at next.  There are some others the Parent Education Committee members are looking at.  Norma brought up Brown Bag Parenting that one group did at some time.  Court mandated parent education classes and how to meet that need.    

Announcements:
Family Planning:  Family Planning said they were expanding their presence at DSHS.  They are there every day now.  Focus is on availability of services.  There will be an LPA meetings that look at guidelines for people to become eligible for TANF next Wednesday at 9:30 at DSHS.  There are people coming from Olympia to discuss this.  They may be opening a small clinic in Sequim.

Tribes:  Ida updated us on a meeting with Micah from Makah tribe in Neah Bay doing leadership in a visionary way.  He is open to involvement and very interested in prevention.  She and Florence met with him.  Ida felt it was fascinating to meet with him.  The Forks Hospital is building so parking is a problem.  

Sue talked about the Tribal Use (95 signed up) each of 6 tribes should know about working with tribal use.


Budget Battles:  Jim Borte talked about the state and national budgets.  Safe and Drug Free Schools was cut significantly.  Last year barely got saved but this year there is the battle again. 
Tobacco:  Rachel getting ready to do east and west end of the county on March 30 on Thursday and PA in the afternoon with liquor control board about carding for alcohol and tobacco.  

Initiative 90:  Iva Burks discussed that HHS has looked at ways prevention programs can take their message in other areas like WIC.  Florence asked Iva to talk a little about her background since she is the new director of HHS.  Iva’s background included working for 30 years in the State of Louisiana on addictive disorders for alcohol, drugs, tobacco and gambling. She is newly in charge of HHS.  
Narcotics Anonymous:  Narcotics Anonymous is now working at First Step

Meeting Announcements:  Florence talked about the Town Hall Meetings in four areas of Clallam County talking about Under Age Drinking.  Jamestown on Friday for their community, PROTECT on March 28 at Sequim Performing Arts Center at 7:00 and one at Roosevelt Middle School and now maybe one in Forks and the Hoh.  The title of the programs is Start Talking Before They Start Drinking.  These are going on across the United States.  There will be national media coverage next week.  The state is putting a data fact sheet together and providing material.
The meeting in PA is connected with Roosevelt Middle School and will involve their business, churches, parents, etc and will be part of a research project involving a grant for $516,000 for substance abuse prevention.  Looking at ways Prevention Works can be involved rather than reinventing the wheel.  There will be a job posting soon.  County is the fiscal agent for this grant.  This will be on the Prevention Works list serve.  It will add a lot to our community-lots of sharing of resources.  Bring your expertise.
