MINUTES:


Meeting was called to order at 4:08 p.m. by President Norma Turner and was conducted at Olympic Medical Center in the Fairshter Room.  

Introductions – Participants introduced themselves and in honor of the sunshine, participants shared what they love about spring.

Sandra Kint of Forks Abuse discussed The White Ribbon Campaign – its beginnings, how it is not just a women’s issue.   The White Ribbon Campaign is a men’s focus group.   The men involved believe that abuse is obviously a man’s issue and men need to take responsibility.   Instead of tracking # of women and children abused, the group tracks men who abuse, and are working to shift responsibility and learn where to focus resources.   Many well known Forks area figures are involved in this campaign.   Sandra also discussed the West End Nonviolence Coalition which is an outgrowth of the results of a survey conducted last fall.  (please see handout)  The group has been meeting monthly for the past year working to spread awareness and educate the community.  Handouts:  A Resolution endorsing the West End Nonviolence Coalition has been passed by Forks City council, Quileute and Hoh tribes, and Clallam Bay city council.    In addition, about 200 pledges “Ending Domestic and Sexual Violence - A Pledge to Learn, Speak and Act” have been signed.   

Media Violence Video:   Members watched the 16 minute video entitled “Sex, Murder and Violent Video Games.”   This video is owned by Clallam County Community Network and is available for community members to borrow.   Members discussed the impact the short video has and the harsh awareness of how women are portrayed in these games and what they are doing to our youth.   

Minutes:    There is a minor change in the minutes of the last meeting: Quit line is for anyone ages 18-29.    Cynthia Martin moved to accept minutes of February 14, 2005 as amended, Rachel Anderson seconded, motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:   Rachel Anderson reported a balance of $9,353.59 see financial report which was passed out.

Parent ed meeting March 16 at 9:30 – 11:-00 at roots café coffee house.  
No other committee reports 

Updates on what members are currently doing in the community.  

Child Abuse Awareness month is in April; Hope House was opened with seven family units.  Currently they have seven women and nine children and the numbers are going up.  Agencies are being more attentive to counting the numbers accurately.   Becca Korby announced that Healthy Families is in the process of renewing a sexual assault contract and need input from PW members in the form of a survey.   Members can take survey and fax to Becca or it was suggested that she email Shaine and get it posted to the website.  

Diana Williams – Nurturing Parenting class March 21 at the Y;  pre-registration is required and childcare is also provided for this 10 week course.  I am special curriculum is going on in Sequim at Greywolf and Helen Haller Elementary schools for the next 8 weeks.   Exchange club is gathering high risk/needs kids ages 9 and up to go on an outing.

The community is celebrating 15 years of Kids Fest on March 19!   Lutheran Community Services is starting its second round of Strengthening Families training.  Clients of chemical dependency agencies are the target participants.  The class is currently full and they have a waiting list.  They would like to do another round in summer.  The success is partly due to treatment providers writing the class into treatment plans.   The class is a 14 week course with a coinciding children’s component and is conducted at Holy Trinity Lutheran Church.

Ellen Fetcheit  – March 19 marks the second anniversary of Americans in Iraq.  There will be a vigil in veterans memorial from 12-2 p.m.  

With the tobacco settlement money, ESD in Bremerton is working on more prevention in schools, providing interventionist with more information.  Department of Health working on mouse pads with prevention message to go in all secondary schools with leftovers going to elementary schools and are working to make more connections with elementary schools.  They are also pushing for new signage for schools regarding alcohol, tobacco and violence.  The tobacco free youth conference will be held in May – schools will send 6-8 students per building with 100-150 kids being sent to Kitsap County for this conference.  Rick Bender will be the speaker.  

The Stick it to Kick it campaign offers free replacement therapy.  They are using the media to get the word out.  The Peninsula Daily News will provide advertising and Rachel is meeting with Peninsula College staff to put ad in the college newspaper.  

Jessica Schreiber spoke of support for the Port Angeles School maintenance and operations levy slated for May 17th.    Jessica spoke of how levy results impacts areas PW is interested in.   Port Angeles has not experienced a levy failure in 36 years.   Buses, sports, special programs such as Readiness to Learn, extended day kindergarten are among only a handful of things that will be lost or severely impacted if the levy fails.  Yard signs ready soon – sign up with Jessica.  

Parenting Matters Foundation reports that the classes being held for parents of elementary age kids in Sequim is going very well – they have been overwhelmed at numbers.  The PMF free dinner and auction will be held March 26th at Sunland - get your reservations in soon.  

Gwen Cole -   April: Child abuse prevention month, alcohol and other drug awareness week – the Sequim Community School is making posters, “students against destructive decisions”.   April 1-3 is no drinking weekend.  

Terralyn Dokken reported on mini grant opportunity available through the Community Network – deadline is Monday, March 21, 2005.   

Nominating Committee:   PW nominating committee needs to find two candidates to replace outgoing Vice President Cynthia Martin and outgoing person at large Ida Carroll.    Ida agreed to another term and Ellen Fetcheit agreed to accept the nomination of Vice President.   The nominating committee will pursue these nominations and any others and present a slate at the next regular meeting.   

Update on Safe Kids.   Safe Kids folks at the national level are currently revamping program and may not need an overseeing agency.  Will let us know.  

It was announced that Charlie Mays is retiring this year and is one of 2005 citizens of the year – a celebration will be held April 9th at the senior citizen center.
