Prevention Works! Board Minutes
3/4/2010

Present:  Cynthia Martin, Susan Hillgren, Pam Arnott, Norma Turner, Ellen Fetchiet, Jill Dole, Minnie Whalen, Nita Lynn, and Mark Baumann.  Staff to Board:  Florence Bucierka

Mark Baumann chaired the meeting in Ida Carroll’s absence.  An agenda was created for the meeting.  

Approval of the Board Minutes of February 4th – Minnie Whalen motioned for approval.  Jill Dole seconded.  Minutes were approved as written. 

There was no Treasurer’s Report.  Budget update sheets were distributed.

Membership – Board members are to sign up to contact 3-5 people on the PW distribution list to contact.  There are 13 recorded memberships.  Suggestion to have a PW table at Kid’s Fest.  

Prevention Plan Meeting on February 18, 2010 – Overall going well.  There were small groups representing child abuse and neglect; violence; and substance abuse.  Information was gathered on community assets.  A mission/vision statement was developed.  There were 30-45 people there.  Contacts will be made to those not there.  The minutes and asset sheets will be distributed before the next meeting which is March 18.  Norma will send to the Board the contacts that need a reminder re: participation in 2nd Prevention Plan meeting.  She will send the invitation, primer and list to Board members who are contacting people to remind them to come.  Also, the prevention plan website is open to everyone.  
Nita Lynn and Minnie Whalen had both seen notices of Robert Wood Johnson (RWJ) grant announcements.  One is focused on vulnerable populations and one was focuses on reducing exposure to violence.  The latter must have a recommendation by a diversity group to apply.  There are rolling applications for the later in May and September.  The Care Project focused on elders was a RWJ planning and implementation grant.  Board suggested adding to the General Meeting agenda and referring the topic to the Finance Committee for further discussion.
Florence Bucierka brought a sponsorship opportunity to the Board for a Train the Trainers workshop on Prescription Drugs that are Addictive.  The training would be held on April 23rd in Linkletter Auditorium.  The speakers are from the offices of HIDTA (High Intensity Drug Trafficking Areas) and the Greater Spokane Substance Abuse Council.  The motion to accept the minibudget and to sponsor the training was made by Norma Turner and seconded by Nita Lynn.  The Board approved the motion. 

Jill Dole described the PEAK Leadership program that she and Jack Slowriver have participated in this last year. It is 2½ days a month for 10 months (Sept – June).  The cost is $1000 per participants with scholarships available.  The program is seeking participants for the program starting in September 2010.  Jill will bring a write-up about the program to the General Meeting.

Our Kids, Our Community, Our Conversations workshop on community cafes – well attended and received, great trainers.  Several people thought we should use the format for the Board Retreat – it was moved by Nita Lynn, seconded by Cynthia Martin and approved by the Board to do so.  Nita and Cynthia will work on getting a facilitator for the Board Retreat. Nita indicated that there have been several spin-offs from the event:  Dr. Pryne (PA Superintendent) wants to do several; 4 are planned for Lower Elwha; Rosario, one of the trainers, is making arrangements to do some Spanish community cafes in Forks and Sequim.  Norma liked the protective factor orientation and phrasing in lay language.  Ellen had 2 colleagues from Klallam Counseling who really liked the session.  33 child-care providers attended.  There are 8 more cafes scheduled.

Block Fest – Ellen Fetchiet gave an update.  There will be at least one session in Clallam Bay, thanks to Eddie Bolby and Jamye Wisecup.  The Quileute Tribe is buying $5000 worth of blocks for their children. There will be 3 sessions at Kid’s Fest. There will be a table with PW display board at Kid’s Fest. The schedule for Block Fest sites and times was distributed.  The PDN and KONP are being used to publicize.  There are donations from OPAEYC of $300, Literacy Council of $100, $500 from CMASA and an undetermined amount from the Children’s Clinic.  Cynthia suggested that if PW sponsors Block Fest next year that PW policies should be followed with regular updates to the committee that brought it forward so that everyone knows what is occurring, like ordering books, process for billing for donations, etc.
The Cyberbullying, Cybergrooming workshop is filling up.  Minnie Whalen will not be there to introduce the speaker.  Norma Turner volunteered to do so.
