MINUTES:


Meeting was called to order at 4:00 p.m. by Vice President Cynthia Martin and was conducted at Olympic Medical Center in the Linkletter Room.  

Introductions – Participants introduced themselves and told about how they spent their spring break. 

Substance Abuse Data – presentation by Florence and Jim Borte:   Collaborative Needs Assessment.  Several organizations go through similar process of looking at data to assess risk & protective factors in their community.  Every two years we look at data.  Data just released last week.  This year we are really doing an update instead of a full review.  State looking at the way we do it – big picture; long range planning. Will bring more materials to the board in May for the five year plan. Passed out packet.

Jim Borte:   Historic overview.   Research of Risk & protective factors started in WA state.  Predictors that can tell problem behaviors and positive outcomes.  12-15 years ago things oriented toward risk factors, then protective factors came out and then both came together.   Found in all domains – 4 domains.  Explanation of risk & protective factors.   New category for risk factors – Depression and anxiety. Perceived availability of drugs also increases risk factor. Also new:  media portrayal of violence & gang involvement.  

Celebration of Data – Florence – Used Communities that Care Survey.  Substance abuse survey shows decline in every aspect of the 30 day use from 1998 to 2004.   Increase in chemical dependency treatment as well as the efforts of PW and other prevention organizations.  2004 is the first time in history of survey that every single school in Clallam County participated in the survey.   Have been successful but still have work to do.   Lots of data on website listed on yellow sheet.  Double xs or xxx where there was more data (more indication from school survey – greater problem).  First time since we started this in 1997 that family management problems was not above the state level for Clallam County.   

Prioritizing – Jim:    Open discussion on risk factors.   Discussion of changing attitudes toward older children.
