Minutes were reviewed. Cynthia Moved and Jim seconded.

Annual Meeting
Minnie talked about the Prevention Works goals for 2009: 
First Goal:  Structure. Big Tent, Who’s coming to Prevention Works,
Second Goal: Advocacy. Pete, Jim, Florence, talked about state level legislation. Norma asked if we needed to continue the same way or change to quarterly meetings. How to we move forward without losing traction.

Third Goal: Relationship with the tribes. Cynthia suggested Native American program on channel 9. Ida suggested being involved in the paddle journey. Susan suggested a healing ritual with the Native Americans. Ellen recommended putting together a group and Jill seconded it. Susan, Mark, John, Jill, Ida, and Jim are in the group.
Goal Four: Prevention Plan. Continue with the proposed plan

Minnie did a gratitude for the board, to tell them thank you for everything they did.

Cynthia from the nominating committee said that Ida is the new chair person, mark is the vice chair, Jack is the new Secretary, Ellen was the new treasurer. Norma moved and Jim second that nominations be approved. The lengths of the terms will be discussed at the next meeting. 

Committee Report

Cynthia talked about the training on 5/16. They will be having Spanish interpreters at the training. Kevin Haggerty is the main speaker at the training. There will be smalls groups also. Need to find a better way to disseminate the information to get people to attend. 

Jim shared about the public outreach education committee, commissioner signed the blue ribbon commission. One commissioner suggested working with Jefferson county, thinking the money may come easier with two communities working together. BRC is modeled after the Snohomish County. We are hoping to Seth Dawson to chair our program. Trying to get 55 people to come to the table, letters are now being drafted. Norma is working on the matrix, plan is for late June, 3 meetings, and the Plan will be ready in October or November. 

Jill Dole needs Seeds for the Domestic Violence Program. 

Ellen shared about a block fest. Have lots of supports from many of the schools. Wants to have it in June in Sequim, PA, and Forks. It is a traveling block museum for children of 9 months to 8 years. Ellen is asking for $200. She would like to community to take ownership. Norma made the motion to give the money, Jill seconded it. Jennifer asked Ellen to fill out a mini budget and return to the committee. 

Jill from Tobacco can no longer sue money from tobacco to pay for quit line ads. She has done 48 compliant checks this year. 96% check rate on being compliant. Jill said there is no compliance officer, but that one will be appointed by December 30th of 2009. Currently there is no one to issue tickets when people are incompliant with smoking violations. 
Jim talked about prevention strategies. He handed out a sheet with information about compliance, and prevention strategies. 

Karen Meyers explained about a new way to use clickers to tally answers on public surveys.  There were some glitches because of the location of the room and electrical issues.
