· The final Prevention Plan meeting will be held on May 20th.

· Early learning coalition currently receives thrive by five funds.  Clallam and Jefferson have minimal representation in this coalition.  Parenting Matters and First Step receive some resources.  There is an important training scheduled in Poulsbo.  May 24th and June 14th.  It is important the Clallam and Jefferson Counties are well represented.    

· Healthy Youth Coalition:  Strengthening Families – 1st of seven workshops has happened.  Town Hall meeting in High School is scheduled for May 19th.

· Florence reported on the prescription drug training.  65 people attended.  A work group has formed that meets the 1st Monday of the month 4-5pm.  Work will be three-pronged; youth led- youth involved training, overall community, and medical providers.

Florence received a request for a letter of support from Prevention Works! from the WA State Division of Behavioral Health and Recovery for a Federal grant they are writing that is focused on Enforcing Underage Drinking  Laws Assessment, Strategic Planning and Implementation Initiative.
