Present:  Nita Lynn, Jill Dole, Susan Hillgren, Jim Borte, Norma Turner, Florence Bucierka, Jennifer Charles, Mark Baumann, Cynthia Martin (by telephone), Maggie Becker, Jack Slowriver, and Ida Carroll.
1. Nita shared a recent activity she and her board did with protective factors and First Step Programs.  

2. Minutes from May Board Meeting and General Meeting reviewed.

Action:  Jim Borte moved and Susan seconded. 

Result:  Motion passed.

3. Treasurer’s Report submitted and reviewed.

4. Annual Meeting will be on 6/28/10 at the Linkletter Room at OMC from 4-6pm.  Discussion centered around how to attract more people to the meeting.  Secretary and At-Large Board Member positions are up for election.  Norma volunteered to ask Pam Arnott to run for the At-Large position again.  Agenda will include approval of April and May General Membership Minutes, Election of Secretary and At-Large Board member, discussion of Prevention Plan.  Publicity will include press release (Jim) and e-vites (Shaine and Jack) to listhost.  
5. Renewal of D&O Liability Insurance Policy.  The premium increased by $28. 
Action:  Mark moved to approve.  Jack seconded.

Result:  Motion passed.  Jill dissented.

6. Membership revenue discussion.  As of May, PW! is at 21% of goal.  Discussion tabled to Board Retreat.

7. Training discussion.  While there are training topics that are likely to be addressed, no dates are set as of yet.  Discussion tabled to Annual Meeting so that other members can provide feedback regarding training needs and interests.  
8. Financial Statement Review.  

Action:  Norma moved to accept the Financial Review, provided that Note F is removed.  Jim seconded.

Result:  Motion passed.

9.  Prevention Plan update.  Jim reported that the three meetings are complete.  Goal is to have written plan completed by September.  Norma reviewed membership of five task force groups that focus on each of the five priorities.  

10. Report on Exempt Organizations Workshop from Ida.   She said that she has lots of information that will be shared at a later date.

11. Tobacco Report:  Jill distributed a report entitled “Clallam County: Tobacco Control Policy Outcome.”  The establishment of Smoke-free housing units occurred in Port Angeles and Sequim, but this policy was not extended to Forks Housing Authority.  Jill is working on getting cigarette butt receptacles in the downtown Port Angeles area.  Jill has completed 27 checks and there have been no sales to minors in mandated stores.  In non-mandated, random checks there have been three sales.  Jill also passed out information about Clallam County’s adult and youth tobacco use statistics.  Planning for second Annual Homeless Project Connect is beginning for next January’s event.
Committee Reports:

Parenting Ed – Nita reported on the Literacy Project.  It connects PW! with Peninsula Early Learning grant.  There is a grant called “Culture of Literacy” and many entities are working in collaboration.  The idea is to put together a train the trainer model using CAR (interactive reading method).  An Americorps volunteer is working with First Step, Parenting Matters to prepare the proposal.  The fiscal agent is Education Services District.  The committee requested a letter of support. 
Action:  Nita moved that PW! support the dialogical reading program and the culture of literacy proposal.  She requested a letter of support to document.  Cynthia seconded.                                            Result:  Motion passed.

Healthy Youth Coalition – Maggie reported 5 youth attended Town Hall meeting.  Despite valiant efforts Activities can be reused and the people who attended seemed to benefit.  Parent survey is going out and everyone who is able to complete it is requested to do so.  Funding questions are being discussed.  Maggie’s position is ending and she will leave her position in a couple of weeks.  

Norma mentioned that the Healthy Youth Coalition, the Network and Prevention Works might consider consolidating.  This would be a good discussion for the Board Retreat.  This meeting typically occurs in July or August.  Jill offered her home for the meeting.  August 3 or 10 or July 27.
