1.  Review and discussion of NFP Accounting 2008 Review and 990-EZ.  

Action:  Cynthia Martin made a motion to approve the review and the 990.  Jim Borte seconded the motion. 

Discussion:  Ellen Fetchiet raised a concern regarding the need to ensure Prevention Works! name is consistent.  The name associated with the EIN is Clallam County Prevention Works.

Result:  Motion passed.  

2.  Vice President, Mark Baumann signed the Board of Directors Certification for NFP Accounting.

3.  Annette Hanson introduced the PRoTECT Coalition to PW!.  Hanson stated that the group originated out of a grassroots response to underage drinking.  Based in Sequim, the group received grant dollars to support prevention work primarily targeting teen drinking.  Though grant dollars are rapidly drying up, the group continues to meet on a monthly basis and accomplishes a great deal as volunteers.  Hanson stated, on behalf of the PRoTECT Coalition, a desire for the coalition to become part of PW!

Action:  Cynthia Martin made a motion to accept the PRoTECT Coalition as a committee similar in structure to the Healthy Youth Coalition.  This includes the expectation that a representative from PRoTECT Coalition will join the PW! Board of Directors.  Jim Borte seconded the motion.

Discussion:  By-laws were reviewed.  The PRoTECT Coalition member would be an appointed board member.  The process for grant applications and the structure of committees as they relate to the board are not yet formalized.   

Result:  Motion passed.

4.  Minutes from the May 11, 2009 Board of Directors meeting were reviewed.

Action:  Ellen Fetchiet made a motion to approve the minutes with the following two amendments:

· New Ways to Families was formerly endorsed by Prevention Works!

· The Board agreed to send letters to the PA School Board in support of maintaining all day Kindergarten in Port Angeles and the First Teacher Program.

Jack Slowriver seconded the motion.  
Result:  Motion passed.

5. Treasurer’s Report was reviewed.  No action taken.

6.  Nita Lynn was nominated to be the Chairperson of the Home Visiting Committee.  

Action:  Cynthia Martin made a motion to accept Lynn as the Chairperson.  Mark Baumann seconded the motion.

Result:  Motion passed.

7.  Cynthia Martin presented the “Parenting Education Facilitator Overview Training for the Incredible Years – Babies and Toddlers Program” to be held June 26, 2009 at OMC.  Martin requested PW! Sponsor the event.

Action:  Jack Slowriver made a motion to sponsor this event.  Minnie Whalen seconded.

Result:  Motion passed.  Ida Carroll signed the mini budget.
8. Nita Lynn presented a request for PW! to grant $1,460 to First Step in support of the Parents as Teachers home visiting program.  The program lost a trainer and must now pay to have a replacement certified as a PAT educator.

Action:  Mark Baumann made a motion to grant the full amount requested.  Fetchiet seconded.

Discussion:  Cynthia Martin stated that many worthy programs would be in need of funds due to the recession.  Others expressed concern over the expenditure.

Result:  Ida Carroll requested that members vote over email.  

9.  The upcoming Board Retreat was scheduled for July 28th from 12pm-5pm.  It will include a potluck lunch.

The meeting adjourned at approximately 4:10 pm.
