* to tap into the creativity of  the citizenry for news ways to attack age old problems


* to encourage smaller, non traditional, groups to become involved ( i.e 4 – H, Boy and Girl Scouts, etc)

* to translate public awareness into action and greater support for prevention from public and private        entities.        

Rayna Sage, First Step Family Support Center, gave a presentation on the Aunties Program at her agency.  They are looking for mentors for young first time mothers. She noted that research shows that mentors make a difference.  Mentoring for young moms has been show to:  reduce feelings of distress and loneliness; increase breastfeeding commitment; reduce infant hospital visits; decrease rapid repeat pregnancies and reduce child abuse potential.
