2. Program United Way updates.
Jody Moss was first to speak about Listening to Community Voices project. Jody shared about some of the bigger items the United Way is currently working on. Vimo clinic, health provider’s survey, Clallam 211, Clallam County Literacy Council. 
Cynthia Martin talked about upcoming parent child classes to be held in Sequim, and Forks, (each with a Spanish speaking class) and shared that Nancy Martin will oversee the classes in PA.
