Ida Carroll attempted to telelink, but was unable to connect due to problems on OMC end.

Approval of minutes from 10/21/05 – Moved and seconded to adopt the minutes.
Treasurer’s report – 1 Year (2.18%) which matured 11/17/05. Have a 10 day grace period to make a decision if we roll over. 6 Month CD 2.9%. Rachel will call today and find out what current rates are with Washington Mutual.

Susan Hillgren Proposal – Thanksgiving – Presbyterian Church is bringing dinner to Dream Center Flyer from Dream Center passed around. Dream Center is moving December 1 – to room at Tempest. 

1st is for Brad Henning to come to PAHS – Relationship, Sex & Abstinenance. $800 for first presentation, $600 for second presentation. Could be very impactful. He’s from Puyallup. Mileage and hotel. We have a video and some local contacts who have seen him. He goes about 2 hours. Wally Seelye was amenable to having him there. He was at Sequim High School 3 years ago. Requested that Susan bring video to PW Board. If we are going to ask him to condense to 1 hour . . . just bringing the speaker allows us to raise the issues. www.bradhenning.com Publicity opportunity.
2nd Proposal – Susan Webber Brown – talk with teens $3400 – Not a youth oriented format from Florence’s. Talks a lot about drug endangered children. Very good speaker. 

Florence discussed – should we figure out goal, how might we go about doing it. As we look at the prevention plan, look at the areas that we think are the most critical. Doing it in a planful way. We’ve put on a lot of forums. This may be a chance to target youth. 
When Florence & Norma went out to West End for Prevention Planning – it was a very responsive group – last time Susan Webber Brown was there – she was worked hard – she was paid a lot, but felt like we got something for the money.

Rachel brought up – is there interest from the youth to have this speaker? Our intentions are well meaning, but not always received well. So it may be important to consult with community youth before we bring in speaker.
Where do we go? Ellen, Florence, Karen and Susan will work on this sub-committee. Wally Seelye (at PAHS) is interested in working on it. Need to have a range of kids involved in the planning. 
Planning December General Meeting- Monday, December 12, 2005  – Will watch 10 minutes of Brad Henning video. 

-Joint meeting with Network, discussing Hargrove’s bill – one that allows County Comm. 1/10 of 1% of sales tax – money goes into fund for mental health issues (treatment, courts). Tax can be put on without public vote. Jefferson & Spokane County have already approved it. Projection is $900,000 for Clallam County. Clallam County Commissioners want plan first, then will look at it – want stats, cost savings.

Friday, December 9 from 10 a.m.-2:30 p.m.– Olympic Medical Center – Public Health Advisory committee sponsoring will be representatives from Hargrove’s office. What does that Hargrove’s bill mean. RSVP meeting with Lunch.

Sequim Prevention Planning Committee Meeting on Tuesday, November 29 – Sequim High School Library at 6:30 p.m. 
Prevention Plan - Need to have a planning committee meeting so we don’t fall behind in the planning. Maybe talk about the DV Task Force. Discussed having board meeting and planning committee meeting – on Friday, December 16 at 8:30-10 a.m. Planning Committee meeting and then Board meeting 10-11 a.m. 
Dad’s Event – Karen will check in with Jim – about Dad’s event – ask if others will serve. Florence suggested that Jennifer could help with some initial calling.

Announcements – (Florence) When discussing with DV group, there was a suggestion to bring back Patti Bland who discusses DV & Addictions who is great speaker and great trainer. Folks who have heard her suggested we bring her back. Maybe look at combining parent ed and home visiting summit . . .  or would we want to do it as a separate training. Norma mentioned we may want to work with the Noon Soroptimists who are looking at Domestic Violence. 

Jim – State Incentive Grant Update at PW Meeting – Criteria is for 30 day alcohol use to be targeted. Roosevelt Middle School – if that community is chosen for the grant is that there be a coalition. Makes no sense to come up with another coalition for this. Would Prevention Works be interested in being the mentor and perhaps having a liason? If we get the grant, county would be the fiscal agent. There is some logic to having CTC board involvement as well (Karen). Funding may come through as early as January 2006. Going through strategic prevention framework – will look at resources, needs of community. Don’t want to duplicate what is already going on.
Community Anti-Drug Coalition – As part of the Drug Free Communities Grantees requirement, conference in Washington, D.C. – February 13-16, 2006. Need to arrive on Sunday, February 12. Maybe 1500 prevention folks involved. Goes out to board – reward for those who work in coalition – Florence must go but there is funding for one other person. Can also apply for scholarship for registration and hotel amount. Deadline – next couple of weeks. Scholarships need to be in by end of December. Norma expressed an interest. Section of an afternoon that has to do with Drug-Free Communities grant. 

Meth Action Team has decided to do some assistance with foster parent recruitment – assisting the office with holiday items, coat drive, support throughout the year.
