 Committee Reports 
· Parenting Education, Cynthia Martin  - Karen shared that the Parent Ed. Committee has a Guiding Good Choices training coming up on March 20 and 21. Also, the Committee has invited parenting educators to a feedback meeting following this PW Board meeting and everyone is welcomed
· Board Planning, Karen Meyer  - See Board Planning Notes; Committee is also working on developing a policy regarding requesting funding of Prevention Works
» M/S/P – to allow the Committee to invite four new members to join the Board.

· Education/Outreach, Norma Turner - See Publicity, Outreach and Education Committee Notes
»
M/S/P to fund two scholarships:

1) $500 for STARS course scholarships
2)  1 - $750 scholarship that promotes the 10th Anniversary of PW. Scholarships will be “funneled” through Peninsula College and will be one year only. 
»    M/S/P to allow the Committee to prepare PW business cards showing PW website. 

· Homevisiting, Pam Arnott – Pam shared a short handout. The meeting on 3/7 will not be happening. There needs to be clarification regarding HV meeting dates, as well as what the Committee is focusing on in terms of a summit. They considering a pilot project for Home Visit in Clallam County.
· First Step needs a letter of support from PW in their application to the Children’s Trust to pay for Parents As Teachers. Florence will write a letter, working with Nita and Minnie. 
· Prevention Plan Matrix, Norma Turner  -- Next meeting is 3/7 at 9 am. Norma will consolidate all the comments she’s received to date. She will also add columns to the matrix to allow for proposed outcomes and how the program is designated in terms of Best Practice, Promising Practice, etc. The Committee is also collecting websites re; parenting tips. Norma will re-send the matrix out to the Board.

Nita suggested that the Board Planning committee could look at how an arrangements could be formalized and could answer questions regarding liability, etc. She also suggested that Jane Shefler could offer some advise about this. New Business

· Adverse Childhood Experiences Presentation in April – Norma reported that Krista Goldstein-Cole will present twice on a date in April - -morning for physicians and afternoon for teachers and the community. 
· Minnie shared information about a grant, but noted that PW isn’t ready to apply
· Trainings - -Patty Bland will be coming to Clallam County June, July and August to do a training. 

· The April, May, June Board  meetings will last 2 hours (8 – 10)
· Prevention Program for Family Therapeutic Court – Florence shared that there will likely be a role for Prevention Works in terms of programs for families and children. 

· Tobacco Work Plan – Jill Dole needs comments on her work plan by 3/5/08

· The Makah Tribe may be able to qualify for and be funded as a mentored coalition (PW would be the mentor). PW could support with training

· Town Hall Meetings are now being planned for Port Angeles, La Push, Sequim and another location TBD
