Approved minutes of January 20, 2006 Board Meeting

Treasurer’s Report: Net Worth sheet passed around. WSU Whatcom County Extension Site still has not been cashed for $2600 for training with Drew Betz. Not much has changed on our financial position. Check for Shaine for $100 for PW Web Site maintenance.
Don’t need to file taxes since we’re under $25,000

Tobacco Work Plan: Rachel passed out a draft of her work plan that is for fiscal year beginning July 1, 2006. It outlines activities of what Rachel will do. Currently working hard on I-901. Little has changed from last year. Karen move to approve draft plan, Ellen second. Motion carried.
Update on last Prevention Works meeting – Sue Renes presented. Very informative. Shaine will email the minutes soon.
March meeting – inviting Helen Glad-Tolliver to speak about her areas of expertise. She works for Family Planning and has done some work with the needle exchange program. Backup is Clallam County Literacy Council.

Kids Fest - Help with the Kids Fest booth Saturday March 25. 10-2. Ordering pencils. Printing surveys – will have some sort of incentive for people submitting them. Several people volunteered to help staff booth with Norma.
Hargrove’s Bill - Norma Turner brought draft letter for the commissioners for the sales tax (Hargrove’s Bill) – Motion to approve letter as written
Town Hall meeting regarding underage drinking -- we can earn $1000 - would need to be around March 28 (same day as Hargrove’s bill hearing). Protect coalition will do one in Sequim. Florence will coordinate. Karen, Jim and Florence will serve on the subcommittee for town hall meeting. There is a web site with a 25 minute training module. Logo – stop underage drinking. Start talking before they start drinking.
State Incentive Grant  – From DASA $19 million. Used 8th grade 30 day use. Roosevelt Middle School met the criteria – over 25% 8th graders reporting use of alcohol in past 30 days. 62 middle school met criteria. Roosevelt was one of 12 randomly chosen schools. Not necessarily school group – but it is community group. Prevention Works has talked about being a mentor coalition for this new one. They just found out last week about the grant. Are there people we know in that community that might be interested in being part of the community coalition? Florence is meeting with school staff next week. Can’t supplant from one group to the other – Communities that Care. Need to be careful to not duplicate but can complement each other. One area of focus will be underage drinking. Will be hiring someone full time (4 page scope of work). Because it is research project – staff person can make an enormous difference in success of the project. 

4 Year Grant – March-December 2006 $97,500 first year. $130,000 each of the 3 years after that. One of the jobs is grant writing, project development. It is coalition building. Staff person won’t be only person working on it. Doing same kinds of things that Prevention Works has done. Similar to how we have maintained collaboration with Communities that Care and Karen Meyer. Job description will go out late March. Will be a county employee. If you have Drug Free Communities grant, they have to be fiscal agent. Likely will be posted open till filled. It is a very rural oriented grant. 3 are urban areas. 2 areas with high Native American population (White Swan and Kingston). Based on Healthy Youth Survey or Communities that Care. About 2/3 of school district in 2004 did the Healthy Youth Survey. 
Another requirement of the SIG is that we have to do a town hall meeting. 
Non-traditional partnerships – One thing that was talked about at CADCA conference was reaching out to non-traditional partners. Consider having PW join non-traditional groups. Annual fee for PA chamber is $135 – Norma talked with Head of Membership. Get exposure – chamber has a website.


Cynthia – will look into other non-traditional groups in Sequim that PW could link with and Ida will explore opportunities in Forks.
Planning Meeting – Formal Writing Committee - Jim, Florence, Karen, Norma. Planning committee will review. Want to be sure we include West End.
