Aim to get Safe Kids here and get Network people here as well.   May 16th – Cheryl Bauman – Patty Hannah’s replacement and Karen will make sure to inviter her and bring her.   PW should make an effort to extend personal invitations to key people and get them back again.  Members agreed to talk to specific people.    Maybe send some invitation cards out.  Also there was some concern about the risk and protective factor material and how we could send that out to folks ahead of time and if we could summarize it.  Maybe we should consider doing a reception for new folks.  We should go forward with our regular meeting plan and get people who have been involved in the past.  This would a difficult meeting for folks to come to who don’t know anything about PW.  Part of plan may be how do we do outreach.  Karen mentioned that she received about 40 phone calls from her advertisement for Communities That Care and she will sift through those and send them info and maybe PW will get some people for that as well.  

Motion to approve minutes of March 24, 2005 board meeting.  Cynthia read minutes from last meeting.  Jim Borte move to accept, Karen seconded, motion carried.  

Announcements:

May 8th in the womb – on again.

85 participants for April 26th conference – Stages of Parenting.  People really enjoyed conference.  Good turn out.
Social marketing – May 24 9-4 and September 16th   need to attend both.  Between those two people will work on a project.  Will set date in june or july for deb sellman to come and (communications director)  to work with group.  $60 for 2 days.  Seat stipends for non profit folks.  PW sponsors, and various co-sponsors.  Limited to 35.

Still space in strengthening families training – May 4-6, 2005  Seat stipend available as well.  Put it out statewide.  30 slots available.  

Treasurers report:   handout.   Overall total $14,802.66.  Little bit of Carolyn Foundation funding but has already been contracted out.  It is currently in our account but is already obligated.   This was a huge thing to get that money. This is the last bit of it and it would be a good idea for PW to send a report to Carolyn Foundation regarding this funding.   Members discussed collaboration stories and how what we do in this community can only be done with collaboration.  

Cynthia wanted to bring to the boards attention – delivering the promise within the Kennewick School District.  Children who enter school behind – stay behind.  They have found that through doing intervention and training parents to be better teachers that they can make a difference and up to grade level.  PW needs to look at academic welfare for kids up to age 5.
