Karen gave a brief overview of the SPF SIG project (in conjunction with CTC). Big issue is the expansion of the area of concern from Roosevelt Middle School catchment area to entire Port Angeles School District area. 
Susan Hillgren attended SAPST training in Ellensburg and felt it was positive and helpful. 

Terralyn reported on who would be representing who on the Network list.  We are still working on matching lists and making invitations. 
Terralyn reported that the Network now has an office – including a conference room that can accommodate up to 15. This room is available.

Rachel reported on a meeting with the Fair Board. Final decision is 5 designated smoking areas at the Fairgrounds. This is progress!
