Florence told about getting the Drug Free Communities Grant for $100,000 for the 7th year.

Karen told of four parent training classes going on right now including one involving 13 families from the Lower Elwha.

Rachel spoke of getting a grant through the Washington Health Foundation for 2 years for $50,000.

Susan said the Teen Center is going great. They are not solving the drug problem but at least they are stabilizing some kids.  The more stable the kids get the easier it is for them to say no.


Cynthia told of reading 1776 and its relevance to today.


Norma told of reading the Tipping Point and how great it was.

Proclamation:


Cynthia discussed the Clallam County Literacy Council proclamation that is going around the community.  United Way and the Sequim School Board have signed on.  She urged other groups to consider signing on.  We will bring it to the next meeting.
