Report on PW brochure - -Cynthia suggested that the brochure needs to be updated. Shaine will send out the pdf version. The Ed/Outreach Committee meeting (no date set yet) will handle the brochure revision and will give folks opportunities to comment.

Membership – Minnie and Ida met and looked at:

· geographic representation of PW members

· tele-linking and how to overcome the problems (Early Learning group is also looking at this issue)

· having a notebook for membership and that the VP could coordinate with new members

· we need a system of greeting new members and that contact information could get passed onto Ida

· We are all responsible for greeting new folks

Parenting Education Committee – Cynthia reported that a Parenting Education Summit will be held at OMC on Nov. 1st – intended for parent educators. Kevin Haggerty and Bill Moreland will be speakers. Next meeting is September 27th to discuss training needs, including early learning program needs, those of Native Americans, Latinos and the possibility of another Culture of Poverty training.

- Parenting Wisely – Healthy Families and a parent volunteer will “test drive” Parenting Wisely and provide feedback to the committee

· PUD newsletter – Norma reported that the inserts needs to have a safety focus – she will check on cost and will notify the Board. Pam suggested using OMC print shop for an economical option.

· Nancy Amadei is a potential speaker on the topic of Civic Engagement – is she available in October?

· 10 year anniversary – how will we celebrate

· How do we drive traffic to the website?

· Annual Prevention Award – should we consider?

· Social Marketing project – should we look at an annual project?

· Jen Charles and new tobacco prevention person will be helping with identifying funds and double checking income sources

· There is still some Dad’s Event $ coming in

Dad’s Event Report – Jim reported that it appears we made about $5400 in profit and that 150 people attended

· We need to make sure that the Dad’s Event is on the list of PW accomplishments
