The meeting was called to order
· Minutes of previous board meeting – Moved and seconded to approve minutes of 10/19/04 PW Board.

· Treasurer's report (Rachel) – Passed out Balance Sheet. We opened second CD $1000. Closed the $2800 CD and reopened – enabled all bank statements, CD’s, etc to same name – Clallam County Prevention Works! Community Coalition. Also income/expense report – Parent Ed Summit - $225 Speaker Fees. Have almost $9500 to our name.
· Report from West End (Ida) – Not been successful in finding anyone to work on Outreach committee.

· Report of meeting with Pete Peterson, Chair of Community Network (Norma), including review of specific plan to share meetings and work in parallel ways – Pete would become PW Board Member. Books would be kept separate (Rachel continue to do PW, Taralynn would do Community Network). Network secretary would become secretary of joint meetings. Would help with handouts, mailouts by Network. Food supplied ½ and ½ by each. Meetings that would be joint – probably would not have a program – 2 business meetings back to back. Network seems to have a lot of flexibility in terms of what month we schedule things.
· Moved to present proposal to joint meetings between CCCN & CCPWCC. Second and Approved to next PW Meeting.
· Discussion of moving forward on advocacy training concept (Jim Borte) – series of trainings on media and advocacy (Public Policy- legislative and general issue). Provide training on how to advocate. Jim has proposed survey for members to get input. Jim will email to Shaine – so she can email to Ida. 
· 4 Training Areas - Basic Media, Advanced Media, Public Relations, Advocacy

· Drug Free Communities Grant – (Florence & Karen) attended in Washington, D.C. – focused on prevention planning, implementation, evaluation. Transition from Office of Justice to Substance Abuse Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA). Maybe not as organized as usual due to transition. Gathered folks from around the nation – some coalition members were brand new grantees, others who have previously received grant and going into 2nd cycle. Director of CSAP (Center for Substance Abuse Prevention) – working on not having one-year grants – 5 year grant so we don’t have to reapply each year – can do longer-term planning. Drug Czar spoke – drug testing in schools – very pro drug testing. 
· Tobacco (Rachel) – State Department of Health Strategic Plan – Proposed – The Clallam County Prevention Works! Community Coalition’s Tobacco Prevention and Control Committee is dedicated to improving the health of Clallam County residents through tobacco prevention, early intervention, and treatment. Rachel welcomes feedback on mission statement.
· July 1, 2005 – Becomes part-time position (20 hr./week). 

· Passed out proposed Strategic Plan – Presenting to Public Health Advisory Committee and Board of Health

· Update on the November 8 Foundation for Early Learning Meeting (Cynthia) – Nov. 8 – 500 from throughout the state – went over the recommendations from woman from Harvard & Yale – OSPI – looking at benchmarks for early childhood education. Committee worked on it and sent to this lady – can get off the web site.
· First time that OSPI has been active in saying that education before school is something that we all need to take part in.

· Primarily involved for preschools. 
· As PW, need to be sure that anyone who is doing child care has access to this. Need to take a look at the Home Visiting – how do you get in some of these hints to parents.  Many of these components are part of OLDS model.  Would be interesting discussion to have with Home Visiting committee.  

· Close to final draft

· Nancy Martin, Janet Anderson, Janet Williams also there from Clallam County.

· 50% of kids entering school who are not ready for school

· Broke into smaller groups – father’s education. Bernie Dorsey was on panel – someone else brought up Boot Camp for Dads – someone was wary of Boot Camp for Dads.  

· Speaker from Dade County Florida – 50% of enrollment are 1st generation children – don’t speak English. 

Discussion of writing column for Peninsula Daily News, Sequim Gazette, Forks Forum – maybe incorporating Benchmarks – bring numbers. 

Planning December meeting – MOMS Club International – Network video on video violence

(Jim) Together Group – Thurston County – sting operations of video stores selling to minors. 

(Rachel) Tobacco compliance checks – 3 of 11 were in violation. May need to have hearing. $1000 fine to store (one store was 3rd violation within a year). News Release going out today or tomorrow. Great American Smokeout was last week – KONP asked for taping that aired – but she hasn’t heard it.
(Florence) - Not sure if there are spots available still – Family Policy Council Conference – Karen Meyer, Pete Peterson, Karen Peterson, Norma Turner will be there. OSPI – annual conference – Collaboration Conference – Building Linkages to Student Success. Call for Presenters is out.
(Shaine) – Looking for funding for Spanish Evaluation Elementary Edition
