Review of Agenda for 10/3/07 meeting – Minnie updated the group on the speakers she has lined up.  She has been trained to deal with the tele-linking technology and will be training Jennifer Charles to help with this, as well. 

Minnie confirmed that speakers traveling from Forks would be reimbursed for their mileage. Nita will have her checkbook at the meeting, so speaker should submit a note to her.

»It was moved, seconded and passed that mileage be reimbursed at $.45/mile

Treasurer’s Report – Report attached. Nita has moved the accounts to First Federal in a money market account, which earns interest and is moveable. 


Nita also informed that guidelines for non-profit audits have changed and auditors are now required to perform the audit completely without the input of staff. This has the potential to change the way audits “sound” – terms have changed to non-friendly. There is less discretion on the part of the auditors. The Board would like this discussed in greater depth at a meeting in the near future.
