Minutes

September 10, 2009

Present:  Susan Hillgren, Ellen Fetchiet, Jill Dole, Jennifer Charles, Norma Turner, Cynthia Martin, Ida Carroll, and Jack Slowriver.

Meeting called to order 8:40am

1.  Parent Ed report:  Cynthia Martin reported that there is a great deal of interest in CAFÉs, a supportive, peer led, social group for parents.  Though not formally a “CAFÉ,” a program based on its concepts is starting in Sequim.  

2.  The next general membership meeting will be held on October 12, 4pm at Linkletter Hall at OMC. 

Action: Ellen moved to invite all area superintendents to Oct. meeting.  Cynthia seconded.

Discussion:  Norma advocated for more lead time and preparation of questions.  Norma suggested November as an alternative.  Susan volunteered to contact superintendents to see if they are available.  If their schedules do not allow them to attend the 10/12/09 meeting, the group decided to invite Big Brothers and Big Sisters to the general membership meeting.  

Motion Amended: Invite superintendents to October general membership meeting, if they are not available the Big Brothers and Big Sisters will be invited. 

Result:  Motion passed.  Cynthia will send questions out to BOD for review.  Susan will let everyone know the outcome of her outreach efforts to area superintendents by September 21.

3.  Prevention Plan Update:  Norma stated that the committee is seeking to hire Mary Wagmann.  She will be interviewed 9/11/09.

4.  BlockFest report:  Ellen distributed the overwhelmingly positive survey results of the recent BlockFest endeavor.  The event was discussed at Parent Education meeting as well.  Ellen stated that folks are exploring the feasibility of having BlockFest coincide with KidsFest next year; March 13, 2010.

5.  The folks who met with Superintendent Jane Pryne reported that she seemed to really understand and support prevention and was familiar with the work of Dennis Embry.

6.  Cynthia Martin announced “Traffic Safety School” and distributed flyers.

7.  Tobacco prevention report: Jill stated that there was an overall decline in tobacco use.  She distributed handouts indicating that tobacco use rates amongst homeless, mentally ill and chemically dependent are around 95%.  She stated that she is planning to publish another “Breath of Fresh Air” in time for the National Smokeout.  DASA made ruling that by July 2010, treatment providers must have smokefree campuses.  Jill Dole requests $167.50 from PW! to support the publication.  No action taken.

8.  Susan raises a concern that people attend trainings, sign-in and then leave but still have the potential to receive a certificate.  No action taken.  

9.  PRoTECT coalition discussion deferred.

10.  Philosophical Financial Discussion:  Conversation centered around fundraising and the issue of competition with regard to community-based fundraising emerged.  The issue with grant writing is staffing – who will write, who will monitor? Norma suggested that PW! could have small membership fee (i.e $10).  

Action: Norma Turner made a motion to have an annual membership fee $10. Cynthia Martin seconded the motion.

Discussion:  Will PW! have a mailing?  Who will do the mailing? Jack observed that trainings are money makers and suggested that there could be fiscal goals for training.    

Motion Amended:  Norma Turner amends motion to have Outreach committee to meeting to brainstorm ideas.  Jack seconds.  

Discussion: Ida suggests that this could be work of Finance committee.  Florence, Cynthia, Jack, Jennifer and Minnie are on Finance committee.  Cynthia will set up a meeting soon.

Result:  Motion passed.

11.  Action: Cynthia moved to accept minutes from the September retreat.  Norma seconded.

Result: Motion passed.

12.  Ellen distributed the Treasurer’s Report for review.
