At Healthy Families on January 16, 2007
The meeting was attended by Florence Bucierka, Jennifer Charles, Diana Williams, Martha Hastings, and Cynthia Martin. This small group moved right along and made several important plans for the coming months.

Parenting Wisely


This curriculum training was discussed.  Karen Meyer and Colleen Robinson will be teaching the course on January 29 from 1-5 at a meeting room in the Vern Burton gymnasium.  There will be at $15 charge for each person to attend this training which will also include an afternoon snack.  The video based curriculum has one disk for children from 3-8 and one for 8-18.  The training will cover how to use the curriculum and explore ways to try it.  The class is for anyone who does parent education or home visiting or who works with families in groups or individually.


We discussed the potential places it can be used such as by business, doctors offices, and other places in the community.  We will first try it by working with the agencies in our community.

Other Trainings

We discussed the other training needs we have in the community. We are finding we need to replenish the potential instructors both for the adults and for children components.


The Incredible Years has a training coming soon.  We will ask people who are interested in taking this and willing to come back to the area and teach two classes for local participants.  The committee will decide who would be chosen to go.


Strengthening Families has two versions. The One from Utah is especially designed for people in treatment with children from 6-11.  The other from Iowa is for families with children from 11-14 or so or 5th to 8th graders. This is the one Communities That Care uses. Both of these have children’s training as part of the class.


Curriculum for Native Americans is a need in our community.  Florence and Jennifer will check into this to see what is the youngest curriculum that would work for us and for this group.  She will consult with some people from the tribes to get their opinion.


Florence will move ahead on deciding where to spend the last of her funding for this year that is designated for trainings. We want to get started on this before the year goes much further.  What we can’t complete this school year we can move over to high priority for next year.

Dad’s Events


We discussed the great progress of the Dad’s Committee planning for meetings this month, the local events in late March or early April and the Big Event on June 2.  Several people from this committee are participating on that group also.  Florence asked to see the Power Point which Cynthia made.  She will also send her the Dad’s newsletter which we plan on distributing.  The problem of the letter being ready to go out on time was discussed.
