Parent Line Strengthening Families Parenting Class:

Lisa told us that the date for the class has been changed.  It will begin on Monday’s from 6-8 p.m. starting October 23rd through December 18th at Mt. Angeles View Family Center (2620 South Francis in Port Angeles.  Call 452-5437 about the class.

Curriculum Issues:

· Parenting Wisely

Florence discussed the program the county has just purchased, Parenting Wisely (familyworks@familyworks.com .  These are 2 programs one for 3-9 year olds and one for 9-18.  It is a self-administered computer based program which would allow it to be used any time or in more non-traditional systems.  It could be used in court ordered situation where the individual worked with some agency worker.  While it doesn’t require a training, Florence, and the group agreed, felt a training would be helpful and might allow us to discuss some of the ways it would be used.  It is a best practice curriculum and the cost is about $600 for a set.  Some agencies may want to purchase their own set if they have a great need for it.  Florence would also consider the need to purchase another set if necessary.  The group discussed perhaps doing the training the first part of December or in January. 

· Person Centered Training

Florence discussed the coming training being held on November 17.  The cost for this is $35.  Jennifer just sent out a flyer.

· Tribal Training

Because of the lack of programs for tribal members, Florence indicated we could go to promising practices for this group.

· Love and Logic


Pam brought up the Love and Logic classes that Lynette Brown and Autumn are doing.  She had invited them to this meeting but they weren’t able to come.  They both have new babies.  Pam will send Cynthia the e-mails for them so we can add them to our list.

The issue of paying for classes was discussed.  If anyone does that it was felt there should be a way to provide classes for those who need it without paying.  Diane said she has worked in places where there have been sliding scales.  We also brought up that we don’t all have to do it the same way.  Some curricula might lend itself more to that than others.

Fathers’ Nights


Cynthia reported on the Fathers’ Night plans to be held in 4 different locations throughout the county.  After one more activity involved program, it would be followed by a big name speaker soon after.  Pam has located a quick video of Father’s Boot Camp and will contact Jim about it.  Jim Borte couldn’t be here today.  If anyone in our group knows men who should be involved, let Jim or Kris Richardson know.

Suggestions for the Clallam County Prevention Plan


We discussed the need to put our suggestions in to the group working on the Prevention Plan. Ideas such as these listed.  We will discuss more at the next meeting.

· Seek out funding to do classes

· Have different age classes in each geographic area (4) of the county

· Provide classes in English and in Spanish as much as possible

· Seek input from tribes and Latinos

· Work on obtaining at least 2 or 3 curricula for each age group so they can be alternated

· Continue to train additional instructors in each program

· The need to have classes throughout the year

· The need to have curriculum for parents of new babies

· The need to have curriculum for families of divorce and single parents
· The need to get information out to more than Prevention Works! members

Washington Council for the Prevention of Child Abuse and Neglect

The fact that this and another potential funding source are asking for letters of intent at the beginning of next month was discussed.  The need to begin now to plan for submitting proposals for next year.  At this time, it is too short a time to get the planning we need.  The problem of finding matching funds was discussed.
