Review of POE Committee minutes from the December 5, 2008 meeting

a)  Review and follow up on plans for Thank You Display Ads, and 

         
     promoting/distribution of positive parenting cards.

The ads would run in the Peninsula Daily News, The Sequim 


Gazette and the Forks Forum. Jennifer will be asked to provide a list


of individuals, groups, organizations, agencies, and businesses that


provided support for Prevention Works! Jim will work on a rough daft


to assess the potential size and content of the ad. It will be part thank


you, promotional, and requirement. It should include contact information


and drive people to our website.


b) Follow-up on other 10th Anniversary issues:


Cynthia is very busy and unable to coordinate a table in Sequim about


our tenth anniversary celebration. It was decided to contact Safeway to


see if we can have a table in their store. 

Jim shared a letter from the Peninsula College Foundation with 
information about the two students who were awarded our Tenth 
Anniversary Scholarships. Receiving the $750 awards were: Tiffany 
Sopher who is enrolled in the pre-Nursing program. She is the eldest 
daughter of a family of 14 children. The other recipient is Anastacia


Miles who aspires to become a child psychologist and is pursuing


her AA degree. The committee decided that it would be good idea


to invite them to a future PW! meeting to meet members and learn


what we do, as well as, introduce themselves. 


It was also decided that Norma will contact Nancy Martin to discuss


the $500 available for support of STARS Trainings. The committee 


also discussed the possibility of being involved in a Social Norming


Campaign. Given the budget cuts looming in social services programs


at both the state and federal levels, we should look at Social Norming


as a strategy. 

          c)  Planning for the Blue Ribbon Prevention Plan Commission using the 
 
    Snohomish County Model - Preparation Tasks: Timeline, Potential 
 
    Participants, Background Data and Information, etc. 


The committee members spent a considerable amount of time discussing


how to proceed with the Prevention Plan. The group reviewed a list of 

items that would be part of a packet developed by Norma that would 
be given to members of the Blue Ribbon Commission. The items included:


1) Definitions of prevention, 2) Very brief history of Prevention Works!, 


3) A working document that would incorporate the matrix of programs


that are currently available, 4) Latest statistics in the County on Child


Abuse/Neglect, Substance Abuse, and Violence, and 5) Purposes and 


Goals for the Commission.  

Norma also shared a list of computer files that she has related to the 
Prevention Plan. In tern of a timeline, it was decided to look at beginning 
the process in early June after school is out. Jim will bring a list of the end 
of the school year for each district to the next meeting. The plan is to 


identify and recruit members of the commission, send them the packet 


some time in May and look at starting in late June. Florence and Jim


will be working on the County’s 6 year plan for submittal to their 


respective state agencies that fund their prevention programs. They


will be gathering data and holding community meetings that could


help set the stage for the process.  


d) Discussion on developing the second half of a two part evaluation 

    process for PW! trainings.


Florence indicated that the revised evaluation process for PW! trainings

should be ready shortly. Jennifer has been working with her to design


the process for the follow up part that would follow several weeks


after the training to collect information of how the training is being used


by those who attending the training. 


e) Status update on cultural awareness training by the four Tribes.


The plan is currently to conduct two events. One would be for the 


Jamestown/S’Klallam  and the Lower Elwha tribes. While the other would


For the Makah and Quileute.    


f)  Future Adverse Childhood Experiences Training.

The members discussed the importance of giving voice to all children.


Many of the higher risk youth in our community have many safety 


Issues. Suicide and Sexuality are big issues in their lives. Norma moved 

Ellen seconded that we look to have some discussions this year on how


we can find opportunities to listen to what they have to say. It was agreed


that we should have future training related to these issues.


g) Follow up on Susan’s Scavenger Hunt.

Jim distributed a packet of information to help people influence legislation 
during the session. It will be a very critical time for children and family 
issues 
because of the declining economy. He also mentioned that the 


Lower Elwha had decided not serve alcohol at their Casino. Norma made


a motion to send the Tribe a letter of thanks/congratulation on their 


decision. Ellen provided the second and the motion passed unanimously. 


Jim suggested that each board member of PW! sing the letter individually


to add more impact.
