Old Business/Follow-up: 


a)  Plans for 10th Anniversary Celebration: Community mini events, BOCC 

     Proclamation, KONP Interview, Thank you ad and notes to 


     supporters/partners, PCC scholarships. 


Susan presented the examples she had developed for the three community “thank you” events. She designed flowers that have various


PW events listed on the petals. The idea is to have one “flower” for each


Year with the exception of 2005 which would be combined with the events  


2006. The stems of the flowers would have locations of various events. She also designed small bugs which represent the various partners that


we “bugged” to work with us on various trainings, activities, and projects.


Susan will work with Jennifer to have the materials produced for the table displays. Health and Human Services has a display board that can be used.


The Committee decided to recommend to the Board at Monday’s meetings (11/10) that we hold our “thanks to the community events” between 11:30 until 1:00 at a location in each of the three cities. The Courthouse was suggested as the location for Port Angeles.  It was also decided to have the remaining forget me not seed packets as part of the display. The packets could be given to the members of the public with an opportunity for them to make a donation to Domestic Violence Prevention Activities. It was recommended that we also have cookies available. Possible dates for the displays would be prior to Thanksgiving Day. Perhaps, starting with Sequim, followed by Port Angeles, and then Forks as the schedule permits. We will need to recruit volunteers to staff the displays. It was recommended that we coordinate the event at the Courthouse with the signing of a Proclamation by the Board of County Commissioners on November 25th which recognizes the Tenth Anniversary of Prevention Works!  Another recommendation is to have 10 individuals from the community who have been involved with Prevention Works! over the years. Perhaps, each board member could invite someone to attend the 
proclamation signing and speak of their involvement.  It would be nice to have a variety of individuals representing various geographic areas of the county and the different issues/focus areas of the coalition.

The Committee also decided to recommend that KONP be contacted to request time on the Todd Ortloff that would coincide with our Anniversary celebration. Three people representing Prevention Works! would participate in the interview. Several individuals were suggested as possible interviewees, including: Cynthia Martin, Norma Turner, Florence Buckierka, Minnie Whalen, Jim Borte, and one of the Commissioners. 

The agreement with the Peninsula College Foundation for the two $750 anniversary scholarships has been signed. They have been advertised


by the foundation with a closing date of December 5th. It was decided that


PW! should issue a News Release announcing the scholarship with details on how individuals can apply. The foundation has agreed to have a representative from the coalition to assist in the selection of the recipients. Board members will be asked at their meeting on November 10th regarding their potential availability between 12/5 and 12/19 to work with the selection committee. 

The Tobacco advertising pullout for the Peninsula Daily News will be on Thursday, November 20th. There will additional copies that will be distributed to the schools within the counties as well as other copies

that the coalition can distribute. It was recommended that copies of the pullout be sent with a letter of thanks to Governor Gregoire, Secretary Mary Selecky, and members of our legislative delegation. Committee members recommended that such a course of action become routine in the future.


b)  DV Awareness Campaign in October: Review of activities: accounting 


     of flower seeds, yard signs, silent witness events, and other activities.


It is believed that approximately 700 flower seed packets remain to be 
distributed. It was suggested that we look to have them available at 


our various events and activities, as well as, at service club meetings.


The yard signs were very well received and visible. The display on the 


lawn of the old Courthouse was especially effective because the signs 
were spread out, were elevated, and traffic was moving slow enough that 
the signs were easier to read than at other locations. 
Members were 

complimentary about the work that Susan and her helpers did in making

         them.
