Review of POE Committee minutes from the November 7th, 2008 meeting 


Ellen moved to accept the minutes from the meeting of 11/07/08. Susan 


provided the second and the motion was passed by a unanimous voice 


vote.

Old Business/Follow-up: 


Due to the fact that Mark could only attend the first half hour of the

meeting it was decided to rearrange the agenda and move item b Planning for the Blue Ribbon Prevention Plan Commission using the

Snohomish County Model to be first on the agenda. 

a)  Planning for the Blue Ribbon Prevention Plan Commission using the      Snohomish County Model - Preparation Tasks: Timeline, Potential
Participants, Background Data and Information, etc. 

The committee members reviewed past action on the effort to develop

the Prevention Plan using the Blue Ribbon Commission (BRC) model used by Snohomish County. The members talked about the need to have a broad representation on the BRC, which would include individuals or family members who have been recipients of services to 

insure their input and perspective. 

The group discussed the need to move the project ahead. Ellen made

a motion to recommend to the PW! Board that the development of the Prevention Plan be a priority for Prevention Works! in 2009. Norma provided the second and 

the motion passed by an unanimous voice vote. The members reviewed the work that has been done to date. There is a need to review and complete the matrix of programs currently in the county. 
Jim will contact Seth Dawson, former Snohomish County Prosecutor, Moderator for the Snohomish BRC, and a contract lobbyists for several

human service groups to see if he would like to be involved in our effort. He might be willing to be a consultant or even serve as

the facilitator. He will be involved during the session. Jim mentioned
that he usually makes a visit to the Peninsula to talk about legislative

issues with local mental health advocates. 
The committee developed a list of tasks that need to be completed to

produce the prevention plan. The members discussed what categories in the community need to be represented and involved in the process. Among those mentioned were: Law Enforcement, Medical/Health, Policy Leaders (Political), Education, Family members/recipients who have received services, Business, PR/Marketing/Media, Tribes, Services

Providers, and Courts/Criminal Justice including Juvenile. There was some discussion about how to achieve input from the faith community. 
Norma will send out a list of the potential categories to members who are asked to respond just once with names of potential members as 

well as any other groups that need to be included. She will do by 12/08/08. Members will respond starting after January 5, 2009.
There was discussion about having some preliminary ad hoc workgroups involved in the various issues to gather background information for the BRC. It was pointed out that we need to keep the focus on the fact that these issues are intrinsically connected and prevention is a key component of finding solutions to them. 
Another task is to gather data and other statistical information that could be included in packets for members of the BRC. It was decided that it would beneficial to look at 10 years of data which would provide a baseline for determining trends and for evaluation purposes. It was 

agreed that we should develop the plan for a 3-5 year period so that it could be reviewed and changed as needed in future years. Norma, Florence, and Jennifer will be involved in a data gathering and exchange process utilizing flash drives to collect what we do have. The goal is have the initial part of  the process completed by December 19th.

       Community mini events, BOCC Proclamation, KONP Interview 12/08, 
     Jim Casey/PDN Interview, Thank you notes to supporters/partners, 

PCC scholarships, and promoting/distribution of positive parenting cards.


     The two community thank you mini events in Port Angeles and Forks


     went well. The work by Jennifer and Susan on the flowers and bug


     graphics display were very attractive and well received by the public.


     Several photos were taken by Jill, Norma, and Ellen. It was suggested


     that we have them posted on our website. Jim will forward the 


     pictures taken by Norma to Shaine. Susan said that her friend Ray 

     Gray with the Housing Authority delivered the display to Ida and  

 then brought them back. Ellen made a motion to reimburse Mr. Gray for his mileage and Norma seconded the motion. The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote of the committee. It was decided to give a container of Poinsettias from Costco to Jennifer and Susan for their hard work on the project. 

 Norma shared Ida’s email about the event in Forks. She said that they

 raised $100! People were very interested in the display and finding out

 about Prevention Works! Many of them were unaware of our existence. 

 They asked many questions and picked up some information. No date

 has been set for the event in Sequim. Jim has been in contact with 

Cynthia about possible locations. 
 The interview on KONP regarding the 10th Anniversary will be from 1:30 until 2:00 on Monday afternoon the 8th. Florence, Jim and either Cynthia or Minnie will participate

The interview with reporter Jim Casey of the Peninsula Daily News on

Thursday, December 4th went very well. He spent an hour with Norma,

Florence, Susan, Jill, and Jim. He is looking at possibly two stories. He

is planning on attending the membership meeting on Monday (12/8) to 

hear Michael McCarty with the Makah Tribe speak.

The committee members discussed sending out thank you cards to all

of sponsors and contributors. The Thank You cards are not available and the cost as well as the time to collect the addresses, etc. to send

the cards would be very significant. After much discussion, it was 

decided to recommend purchasing thank you display ads in the local

papers. Ellen made the motion and Norma provided the second to request up to $1,000 to place a thank you ad in the PDN, SG, and the FF. The voted was unanimous in favor of passage. Jim will work with Jennifer to construct the ad. It was recommended that ads include acknowledgement of the thousand of hours of volunteer time by members, businesses, and agencies. The plan is to do the ads after the first of the year to avoid the clutter of the holiday shopping ads. The add will also include our website address and that we are a 501(c)3 non profit organization.

which individuals could visit treatment centers, day cares or various human service agencies in the community. After they visited all of them they would be eligible for a drawing in which free intervention

or treatment services would be awarded. It was suggested that the

Susan attend one of the monthly meetings of Treatment Providers

to solicit their input. It was mentioned that a Health Passport program

in Mason County allowed people to be placed in a drawing for a free

trip to Disneyland. It required people to complete a number of tasks

such as getting their immunizations, etc.
