a)  Planning for the Blue Ribbon Prevention Plan Commission
 - Review of the 
potential member list, process for invitations, contents for the informational 
packet, project timeline with key tasks. 


The group reviewed the list that had been developed at the last meeting. 


One of the suggested ideas was that those groups/agencies/organizations 
who will be invited could chose to appoint a designee to represent them. It 
was also suggested 
that we include a quote from the Commissioners in the 
letter. The group decided that personal follow-up to each invitee will be 
important. The committee also discussed what the process should be for 
moving things forward. It was agreed to do a work session with the Board of 
County Commissioners to outline the plan for Blue Ribbon Prevention Plan 
Commission. We would be asking for the Commissioners’ formal 
endorsement.


Jim will be contacting Seth Dawson about facilitating the process. We 


would leave it up to the members as to how often they would meet. The


plan is to have the Report completed by October, so that it would fit in


with the county’s budget cycle. There would probably be three BRC


meetings. The end product would be a Master Prevention Plan that would


cover a five year period. It will not be a spending plan, but a true 


Community Prevention Plan. We would ask everyone to leave their 


“Money Hats” at home similar to what the group did that developed


the plan for the Hargrove CD/MH funds.


The committee will be working on putting together a data packet for


Substance Abuse, Child Abuse and Neglect, Adult and Juvenile Crime.


There was discussion about asking Nita to do a visual concept of the 


Process.


Norma, Florence, Ellen, and Jim will work on developing the invitation 


letter for invitees. It should be less than two pages in length with 


a short outline of what their commitment will be. The group also 


needs to develop a timeline for the process. There also needs to 


be a discussion on how the public can be part of the process or


provide input.

Jill has offer to lead the effort to do the 10th Anniversary Celebration


in Sequim at Safeway.

The preliminary federal prevention budget looks like all programs will 

have at least level funding with a few slight increases in some programs.
