Ellen talked about a program on Sexual Abuse in the Armed Forces. 



She also talked about training called Block Fest, which is a mobile 



Children’s program that is a type of traveling museum that teaches



math skills. It is a Parents As Teacher program that is taught by 



the University of Idaho.  The parents and children visit various 



stations. It is very interactive and also helps to build vocabulary.



The cost is about $150 for materials and takes about 1 hour. She 



would like to bring it to the PW! Board to see if it would sponsor. 


She indicated that Jean Stratton was also interested in bringing it



to our area.
