MINUTES

1) Review of POE Committee minutes from the May 8, 2009 meeting 

Motion to approve the minutes as written was made by Norma and seconded by

Ellen. The motion passed. 

2) Resetting the critical path (timeline with major tasks)

The members discussed the critical path and decided that the key was selecting a facilitator for the committee. Florence will contact Juno Whittaker with the Department of Health (Rural Health Development Office) to see if she might be

available and interested. She was the facilitator for the Chemical Dependency/

Mental Health Plan that was developed for the 1/10th of one percent sales tax
option (Hargrove Bill). Scott Waller with DASA was also suggested and Jim 

will contact him. Florence will also contact Laura O’Neal, Executive Director with the Peninsula Dispute Resolution Center (PDRC). All of the other tasks will flow from selecting the facilitator. It was decided that we should let the members

decide on the meeting dates.

3)  Review of the draft invitation letter and invitation list

The members reviewed the letter and made a few minor changes. The letter should go out from the Board of County Commissioners and PW! It was recommended that a joint letterhead should be designed. The letter should allow
three weeks for a response, so that a date can be sent. Hopefully, the first meeting could be held during the first week in August. There will probably be three main meetings with data gathering by ad hoc subgroups. 

It was decided to develop an introductory packet as a common starting point for members of the committee. It should include a maximum of two pages for each 

of the issues with no more than a total of 10 pages. Work also needs to be done
on development of the mailing list for the invitations. Members also decided that 

we should provide a binder with dividers for the those on the committee, so they 

have a convenient way to keep information and materials. 

4) Discussion on staffing issues – 
Jim has had difficulty in sending an email to Meg Winch with Communications-Resources.com, who had been recommended by Seth Dawson. Terralyn Dokken

has agreed to serve as the recorder and Corresponding Secretary for the group.

5) Discussion of the Matrix 

Norma will send the revised matrix out to the POE Committee for their review. Jennifer Charles is working on the list of programs and resources in the county. 

6) Other thoughts, ideas, comments, discussions, announcements, etc.

There was a lengthy discussion about the Kindergarten controversy in the Port Angeles School District. The remaining members of the POE who were still present recommended that a meeting be set up with the new Superintendent

of the Port Angeles School District to share with her the history and mission

of PW! and to begin a dialogue of how we can work together. The group agreed that PW! should also set a goal of meeting with each of the five School District Superintendents in the county within the next school year. 
The group also decided to propose that the PW! Board should provide $600 over the next two years to help fund full time kindergarten. The members believe that it is keeping with the mission of PW! and that it is essential to the future health and well being of our children, their families, and the community. It was suggested that PW! challenge groups, individuals, businesses, and others in the Community to donate to a special fund as well.  The initiative could be called the Excellence in Education Challenge or Opportunity Fund.
