1) Review of POE Committee minutes from the June 12, 2009 meeting  

Jill made a motion to accept the minutes as written and Norma provided the second. The motion carried by acclamation. 


2 Discussion on staffing issues – 

Meg Winch with Communications-Resources.com is interested in serving as our facilitator. She is sending information about her company with her schedule of fees for services. 

Jim provided price quotes from Meg Winch with Communication Resource of Mill Creek, Washington. Her organization provide facilitation and other support services to the Snohomish County Blue Ribbon Commission for the development 

of their plan. Members asked several questions and raised concerns about the rates that were quoted in her letter. 

After several minutes of discussion, it was decided to follow up with Juno Whittaker with the Department of Health. Florence reported that Juno was no

with DOH, but had taken a new position inside of DSHS working with Senior Citizens on Medicare issues. She may not be able to work as our facilitator as part of her job. However, she may be able to do so as a private contractor. She would still need to ask the state if her doing so would violate any ethical issues. Her rate would be between $60 and $65 per hour plus expenses. It was decided

that Florence will ask Juno to find out, if she could serve as our facilitator. It was

also suggested that we follow up with Laura O’Neal with Peninsula Dispute Resolution Center (PDRC) to see if she or any other of her facilitator would be 

interested in the position. 

Tara Lyn Dokken has agreed to serve as Secretary/Recorder for the project.
3) Review of the critical path (timeline with major tasks)

The members decided that the lynch pin for the critical path will be the 

securing of the facilitator for the project. All of the other milestones on timeline

would flow from that task being completed. It is anticipated that we would be looking at a starting date sometime in September with the first general meeting

of the committee occurring in early October. The anticipated completion date

would be in November. Hopefully, the invitations would  be mailed to prospective member agencies/organizations about a month before the first meeting.

4) Finalize the draft invitation letter and invitation list

The group made several minor changes to the letter of invitation. The second sentence of the third paragraph was rewritten to read, “Your representative should also commit to reviewing a small packet of background information on research findings and local data. The letter will be signed by the Board of County Commissioners and Iva Burks as the Director of Health and Human Services. 
5) Review of the latest version of the Programming/Services Matrix 

The members spent considerable time reviewing the latest version of the programming matrix and discussing possible changes, deletions, and additions. A number of suggested changes were made. Norma will include them in the latest revision and send it out to committee members for their review. It was pointed out that it is a “work in progress” and should be easy to understand. The matrix will also cover the three focus areas of the plan: Child Abuse & Neglect, Substance Abuse, and Violence. 

6) Discussion on the informational packet for the members of the Prevention 

Plan Committee

The informational packet for the participating members of the Prevention Plan Committee will be limited to a maximum of ten pages. Jennifer Charles has a PDF file with prevention definitions and links. An introductory section will outline the purpose and goals of the committee and the eventual Prevention Plan. 

7) Other thoughts, ideas, comments, discussions, announcements, etc.

It was also suggested that we will need to present the plan to the citizens to explain it and to get their support as it is implemented.
