Minutes

1) Review of POE Committee minutes from the July 2, 2009 meeting  

    Two spelling corrections were made under item 2. Norma made a

    motion to adopt the minutes as corrected and Jim provided the second.

    The motion was adopted by unanimous affirmation.

2) Discussion on staffing/budget issues – 


Update and discussion of facilitator 

    There was a lengthy discussion related to securing a facilitator for the 

    Prevention Plan.  Ellen said that she had talked with Peter Casey with 

    Peninsula Mental Health Services and he had given her two names. 

    Florence is going to follow up with Juno Whittaker to see if she is 

    interested in serving as our facilitator. Cynthia said she would contact

    Lorraine Olson with Eastside Youth Services in Bellevue and with Patricia 

    Hennessey with ESD114 in Bremerton to see if they might be interested
    or could recommend someone to serve as facilitator. 

    There was a discussion about what we are looking for in a facilitator. The 

    consensus was it we want someone with facilitation training, skills or 

    experience. It would also be desirable to find someone with some knowledge

    about prevention. It was suggested that we consider someone locally. Jim 

    offered to contact some of his colleagues in Jefferson County to see if they 

    might be able to make some recommendations. 
    A number of other names were discussed and recruitment ideas were   

    suggested. The members also discussed the pros and cons of using someone      

    locally versus someone outside the area, as well as, whether it was necessary    

    to have someone who has facilitated such a project. It was decided to have       

    everyone make their contacts and let Jim know by the end of the month. 

    If we’re unable to find someone then we could try to negotiate with Meg 

    Winch. 

3) Review of the critical path (timeline with major tasks) 
    The selection of a facilitator is crucial to setting the critical path for the   

    project. We need to move the project forward, in order to keep on our

    projected timeline to complete the plan before the end of the year.

4) Review the draft invitation letter and invitation list 
    Terralyn will be contacted to have her create the invitation and mailing list 
    for the committee. Norma will copy her computer files onto a flash drive and 
    send them to Terralyn. Jim will also send along the materials, such as  

    minutes and other information. He’ll also email the draft invitation letter and  

    list to Norma. 

5) Review and update of the Programming/Services Matrix 

    The members reviewed the matrix and several groups and individuals will be 
    contacted to see if they have any program material to add. It was pointed
    out that the matrix is a work in progress and that more additions and   

    corrections will be made during the process. Susan will contact Bonnie at the 
    Crescent School District. Ellen will connect wth the Port Angeles School 
    District. Ida will be asked to contact the Cape Flattery and Quillayute School
    Districts for their information. It is vitally important that we have the 
    information on school programs included in the matrix. The members decided
    that the proper protocol is to contact the Chairs of each tribe to request 
    information regarding their programs. 
6) Discussion on the informational packet for the members of the Prevention 

    Plan Committee

    Several informational pieces have developed for the packet, including:

    a glossary, definitions, acronyms, and the matrix. It was decided to make 
    them available for the PW! Board Retreat on Tuesday. Work also needs to be 
    done on the bibliography. Ellen presented a draft of a mission statement or a 
    statement of purpose for the plan. Members made several suggestions. 

7) Discussion on supplies needed for the Prevention Plan Committee members

    The group decided that a white, three-ring binder with a plastic pocket cover

    will be given to each member. It was decided to order 40 binders. PW! has
    budgeted $2,000 to support the project. Other funding sources may be            

    needed.  
8) Other thoughts, ideas, comments, discussions, announcements, etc.

    Ellen brought up several issues for discussion. One involved Bill Marsh’s

    discussion with Mike Doherty about getting the Port Angeles School District

    to reinstate full time kindergarten. It appears that it won’t happen in the first

    half of the school year. The head of the Department of Early Learning will be

    coming to the area as part of First Teacher’s Annual Fundraiser.  It will be an

    excellent opportunity to put the issue on her radar. 

    There was a discussion on approaching the Port Angeles Education

    Foundation for support of reinstituting full time kindergarten for the start of

    the second half of the school year.  Given the structure, history and charter

    of the foundation, they could conceivably give a “scholarship” to each child

    who is unable to afford the tuition fee. 

    Ellen also shared that John Gallagher and others at Port Angeles High School

    have arranged for a training at Port Angeles High School regarding the Why 

    Try program. It will be held on Tuesday, August 11th from 7:30 until 3:30.
