MINUTES

1) 
Review of POE Committee minutes from the August 1,2008 meeting 

After a discussion of the minutes, they were approved as written. Members felt that putting the action taken on items in bold helped to make them stand out and noticed.

Old Business/Follow-up: 

a)  DV Awareness Campaign in October: Report on the Domestic Violence 
and Sexual Assault Task Force Meeting on August 21st, Review of projects on 
the list: Signs, Seeds, Proclamation, Radio Interview, News Release, etc.

Susan said that she has a young man who has painted six sets of 6 signs each for Domestic Violence (DV) Awareness Week in October. The group reviewed the list of suggested ideas for verbiage. It was agreed that the use of the term Family Violence is preferred over Domestic Violence, because it’s more user friendly. People live in various types of households, so “family” covers a wider range of living situations. The term Domestic Violence is actually a legal term. When we use Domestic Violence it should be followed by (DV), we educate the public about the abbreviation. It was also decided that we should probably limit the amount of signs at any one location in order not to create a distraction/traffic hazard. Another suggestion was to have a larger sign with “Domestic Violence (DV) is” with several smaller signs with words like “hitting”, “yelling”, “screaming”, “pushing”, etc. Members also discussed limiting the number of words per sign, so people can easily grasp the messages. The fewer words the better according to people in advertising and marketing. 
The next meeting of the Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault Task Force will be on Thursday, September 18th at Healthy Families.  The Forget-Me-Not flower seed packets have been ordered and should arrive this month. Florence suggested contacting Jennifer if we need help with putting counter signs with the seed packet displays. She can create the color, etc. and even laminate them. She suggested that we could even use a photo of flowers to capture attention. 
 b) Discussion on developing a two part evaluation system for future PW! trainings.

The committee members talked about the value of having a two part evaluation process for training. The current “day of training” form which features a quantitative response to several questions would be supplemented by a second form that would be emailed to attendees several weeks after the training, which would focus on a couple of “qualitative” question.  Possible questions included: How have you used the training in your work (delivering services, etc.? What future training would you like to see?, and additional comments.  The comments could be used on our website and in grant applications/reports.  They could also be used in marketing PW! and be placed on our website, etc.  They might also generate some human interest/success stories that could be used to promote our work.  
Prevention Works! has a large data base of members and people who have attended meetings. Florence suggested that Jennifer might be able to draw form that database to send the follow up evaluation forms to those who attended the training. Members would like to see if we could send the forms to those who have attended other previous trainings as well as for future trainings. 

A motion was made by Norma and seconded by Jill to recommend that PW! adopt a follow-up qualitative evaluation that would be emailed several weeks later to those who attended the training. The motion carried unanimously. 

c)  Planning for Prevention Plan process – Establishment of an ad hoc committee to move forward on the plan using the Snohomish County Blue Ribbon Model

Jim distributed copies of the Conclusions and Recommendations from the Snohomish County (SnoCo) Blue Ribbon Commission (BRC) on Criminal Justice Priorities and PowerPoint Presentation that was made to the Snohomish County Council.  Members were also given a list of statistics from the SnoCo BRC. Their approach could serve as a model to develop of our Prevention Plan. Norma distributed a list of potential members of the Blue Ribbon Commission that could be invited to participate in the process. Members of Prevention Works! would function as “staff” for the effort.  Florence asked if Seth Dawson, former SnoCo Prosecutor and Contract Lobbyist might be able to assist us in the process. It was suggested that he be invited to speak to PW and others about how they conducted the process. Jim offered to contact him to see if he might be interested in helping us.  
d) Future Adverse Childhood Experiences Training: possibly Feb or March, with a wider audience – perhaps on a Saturday, recent two day training in Spokane and one day in Clark as models

Norma said that she had worked with Jennifer to Charles to revise the ACE PowerPoint developed by the Family Policy Council (FPC). They removed the section with information on Pierce County and made other changes. She will email the new version.  The FPC has developed a rather strict protocol from those wishing to use their PowerPoint.  There expectations and requirements are onerous and time consuming. They have an online discussion group and require a mentoring process for those wishing to present in other communities. Communities can still use their material but can’t promote it as being approved by the FPC. It was decided to move discussion on a follow-up ACE training to a future agenda.

e) Preliminary Planning for Presentation by the Tribes – Part of Drug Free Communities (DFC) Grant Activities. (cultural awareness training)
The decision was made to address this item at the next meeting due to the lack of time remaining. Members expressed a desire to educate “Community Leaders” about ACE. There is a real need to reach them, so they can be supportive of prevention issues in the community. We also need to find ways to interact with the schools.
3)
New Business:

Jill announced that the Peninsula Daily News is working on a 12 page Pull-Out Tab for a Sunday in November to observe the occasion of Olympic Medical Center becoming a smoke free facility. It will contain 10 articles related to the topic and contain adds from various sponsors. It is being put together by Miles Media. They have approached Tobacco Free of Clallam County and the Jefferson County Program to have an add in the tab. They would both have to pay $650. Jill will need to come up with the funds from the community because of a loss of funding. Jim offered to ask the Community Mobilization Against Substance Abuse and Violence (CMASA) Board for $250. Port Angeles Healthy Youth Coalition will be approached as well as the Tobacco Free Program. 
Jim said that he had received an email from Mark Bauman asking about the process involved in becoming a board member. The Committee discussed the status of Mark Bauman’s interest in joining the Prevention Works! Board of Directors. Members agreed that there is no formal process that has been used by PW! A motion was made by Jill and seconded by Norma to recommend to the Executive Committee that Mark be named to the Board of Directors and that a policy or process be developed by the Board for recruiting, considering, and vetting potential board members. The motion carried unanimously. Jim said he would contact the Executive Committee.
