The group also talked about navigation issues on the website. There was


agreement that Shaine has done a great job with the site, especially 


considering the nominal fee she is being paid. It was suggested that we 


contact Peninsula College to see if we could get one of the students 


involved in web page design class. Target is to have things done for April,


since it will be National Child Abuse Month. 


- PW Business Card Design


Jim presented the mock up of the PW business card. It was recommend 

that the web address be made larger and bolded and placed after the 
mission statement It was also decided the 501(c)3 statement be reduced 
and placed after the Serving our Community Since 1998. It was suggested


that we look at colored paper, perhaps with a rainbow design to make it


bit more attractive. Jim will research paper colors and gather a price 


quote to bring to the Board Meeting for a decision.


- Scholarships for Graduating Seniors


Based upon input from the Board and General Membership meetings, it


was decided to recommend to the Board to establish two $750 


scholarships to Peninsula College. One would be someone attending the


main campus and the other for anyone attending one of the satellite 


locations. A preference will be given to a student who is pursuing a


degree related to the work of Prevention Works. Another $500 should be


set aside to provide scholarships for attending STARS credit training. It 

was also suggested that we look have some funds set aside for young 


people needing to take First Aid/CPR classes. Nancy Martin may be willing 
to administer that fund. Jim will put together a proposal and ask Minnie to 
put it on the agenda for the Board meeting on February 29th. Jim will not 
be able to attend the meeting because of a required meeting in Olympia 
on that date. 


- Adverse Childhood Training


Norma will contact Krista Goldstine-Cole with the Family Policy Council 


about the possibility of providing training on Adverse Childhood 
Experience. It was recommended that we try to have an early morning


session for health care professionals, one for educators, one for providers,


and possibly one for the general public in the evening. The target is late


April since it is National Child Abuse Month.


- Using Website for soliciting contributions


The discussion included concerns about the appropriateness of making


a sales pitch on the website. It was suggested that we look at a low 


key approach in which people who might be interested in how they


could become involved or support PW would have a list of options 


and an opportunity to have PW contact them about their interests. 


- Anniversary Proclamation by BOCC

Some research needs to be done to determine when PW officially started.


There were two informal meetings at the Courthouse involving a small


number of individuals. Then an organizing meeting at Norma’s with Scott


Waller serving as facilitator.  The group will seek and proclamation from 


the Board of County Commissioners for National Child Abuse Month in 


April and one for the 10th Anniversary of Prevention Works!

Abuse and Neglect Awareness Month and Domestic Violence Awareness 


Month in October.

Norma explained that there is $200,000 in the county’s budget to support prevention efforts in the community. However, it requires that a prevention plan be completed and submitted to the Board of County Commissioners. The plane must include an assessment of the community with recommendations. 

The group reviewed the Matrix of programs and discussed the various columns that should be included. After much discussion, it was decided that Evidence Based Programming should be the umbrella and that programs should be listed as 1) Best Practice, 2) Promising Approach, 3) Innovative/Community Program and 4) Model Program. 

At the next meeting on March 7th , we will attempt definitions for each of the four categories. Then we will look at the information that Norma has gathered regarding local programs and seek to add others in the community that address Substance Abuse, Domestic Violence, Child Abuse and Neglect. 
There was also considerable discussion about a column related to the cost of a program. There are a number of variable involved and it’s difficult to find a common denominator to compare costs involved. Even trying to include such terms as cost per client or per program cycle may be comparing apples to oranges. One suggestion was that we have an appendix that offers more detail about the cost of the program that gives more detail in a narrative fashion. The group will discussion the cost considerations at the next meeting.

There are a number of government sites that have list of various Best Practices/Promising Approaches. The group felt that it is important to have room in the matrix for other programs and approaches. One of the realities is that strategies are moving towards environmental approaches that are more systemic related that focus on building social networks. 

The next meeting will be at Norma’s home 3928 Mt. Angeles starting at 9 am on Friday, March 7th. All members of the two PW committees are invited to attend.
