Review of POE Committee minutes from the March 21, 2008 meeting 


A suggestion was made to include the names of those in attendance at


the meeting to be included in the minutes. Please see above!

Since Minnie was on the phone, it was decided to discuss the Annual 
Meeting. It was recommended that we not have an outside facilitator for 
the event. Since it is our tenth anniversary, it was agreed that we should 
have a group exercise where we discuss personal reflections about what 
PW has done in the past 10 years as well as recall our accomplishments 
for the past year.

It was decided to have Stacey Neff do her presentation on Kids and 
Smoking. She is working on another report (Parent Education/Home 
Visiting) which may not be finished by then. The date, time and location 
will be May 12th, from 4 – 7 pm at Olympic Medical Center. Dinner will be 
part of the meeting. Another suggested agenda item was having a Social 
Norming Exercise around perceptions versus realities. It was also 
suggested that we do some “visioning” exercise looking forward to the 
next ten years of Prevention Works! 

As far as increasing attendance and membership, it was proposed that we 
each extend a personal invitation to ten people to join us for the meeting 
and/or to join PW. It was agreed that we should also have some door 
prizes.

Old Business

a) Planning for Kids Fest - Jill Dole, her husband and possibly three teens

will be available to help out with our booth. Norma can help set up in the 


morning, but has to be at the high school no later than 9:45. Jim will be


teaching traffic school, but will bring over the tri-fold display board, so


the kids can post what they like to do. He will give the fortune cookies, 


push pins, index cards, crayons, and marker pens to Norma. Ellen will be

available after registration at the high school is completed. 

b) Planning  for Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACE) Training in May 

Florence said that over 40 registrations have been received for the 
Community training scheduled for Friday, May 2nd from 11:30 


until 1 pm in Linkletter Hall at Olympic Medical Center. Krista is scheduled

to appear on Todd Ortloff’s Show (KONP -1450 AM) on Thursday, May 1st 
from 1 until 1:30 pm. Norma is pursuing having her meet with 
medical/health care professionals at OMC on the morning of May 1st.


Krista will not be charging a fee, but we will pay for her expenses. She 
will stay at either a hotel or at Norma Gene’s B&B. The Committee is also 
looking at setting up media interviews with the Sequim Gazette and 
Peninsula Daily News/Sequim This Week.

c) Review of Draft Child Abuse & Neglect Prevention Month Proclamation

Copies of the draft proclamation were distributed. It is scheduled to be 


acted upon by the Board of County Commissioners at the meeting on 


Tuesday, April 15th at 10 am in their meeting room on the main floor


of the courthouse. It will part of the consent agenda. There will be 


an opportunity for public comment following it’s adoption. Norma 


will speak on behalf of PW. Florence offered to contact Maureen Martin


(DCFS) and Colleen Robinson with the Foster Parent Program to see if


they can attend. Jim will send the proclamation to all board members


and an effort will be made to see if other governmental bodies will


sign the proclamation. 


d) PW Business Cards Revisions


The committee reviewed the PW business cards that had been produced 

using a color laser copier to reproduce the layout with the logo that was


set up by Jennifer Charles. They were copied on several different samples


of card stock from Olympic Stationers. It was decided to use them at 


Kids Fest. It was pointed that there needs to be closed parentheses 
around both the c and the 3 after the 501 designation.


The final version will be taken to the PW Board for review. The cards 
could 
be produced by a professional printer or by using a color copier and 
then using a paper cutter. The other method would be printing them on 
micro perforated business card paper. Norma also showed a sample of the


thank you card that she sent to sponsors of the Dads’ Event.


e) Finalize Scholarships for Graduating Seniors 


Susan and Norma will follow up with Peninsula College regarding the 
establishment of the scholarships. We will need to establish formal

selection criteria and process. The committee discussed the letter from

Nancy Martin regarding the need for STARS training support. The group


decided to send Nancy Letter on to Minnie and the Board requesting
