Old Business



a) Report on Kids Fest from April 12th

Ellen and Susan reported on the event. The Dad’s Matter Newsletter was


distributed to the Dads in attendance. Jill Cole had two teens from the 


Tobacco Free Clallam County Coalition who helped out with the booth.


The activities for the kids included making macaroni necklaces and 


bracelets. A number of kids wrote down on 3 by 5 cards what they like


to do, which were then posted on the display board. There seemed to 


be fewer kids, probably because of baseball practices and tryouts. The 


business cards were helpful and well received. 
It was suggested that look 
at developing an annual calendar of various community events in which 
we want to participate. 


b) Final planning on Adverse Childhood Experiences Training in May


Norma and Florence’s staff have put together a schedule of events for


Krista Goldstine-Cole’s visit on May 1st and 2nd. She will do a session 


for Doctors at OMC on the morning of May 1st from 7:30 until 8:30. 
Drs. Mark Fischer and Scott Kennedy are making the arrangements. She


will meet with PW Board Members for lunch at the Oriental Bistro on Front


Street near Oak Street from 11 – 12:30. She will then spend a half hour


with Todd Ortloff on his KONP show staring at 1:00 pm. That evening, she


will be two hour presentation starting at 6:30 at Holy Trinity Lutheran 


Church for child care professionals and other interested community


members. Child Care arrangements have been made.

On the next day she will do a Community training at OMC in Linkletter Hall


from 11:30 until 1 pm (lunch will be included). A capacity crowd of 115 


people have registered to attend. Florence asked about audiovisual needs 


for the presentation. Krista has said that anyone who attends two or more 


of her presentations will be approved to make future presentations.

Reporter Jim Casey with the Peninsula Daily News will interview her 


following her presentation. Hopefully, it will result in an article in Sunday


edition of the PDN. Norma also spoke with Sue Ellen Reisau with the 
Sequim Gazette and provided her with some material related to ACEs and

Krista’s visit. 


c) PW Business Card Proposal to the Board


It was decided to print the cards on micro-perforated blanks. Jennifer


has been researching various sources. Jim was directed to contact Minnie


via email requesting PW Board approval to print cards for Krista’s visit, so 


we can distribute them to those who attend the presentations. It was 

agreed that we should use the logo and other information so that all our


materials are synergistic in design. Florence talked about developing 


a note card that could be used for thank yous, congratulations, and other 


uses. It was agreed that we have Jennifer design the card. It was 
suggested that we track the cards sent in a database. The group will 
discuss the various categories at the next meeting. One of the emphasis


will be to recognize efforts by youth in the community. 


d) Finalize arrangements for PC Scholarships


After some discussions it was agreed that Susan will visit Peninsula 
College to find out the process that we need to follow in order to set up 
the two $750 Scholarships. They will be awarded to any student attending 
the college who is pursuing a degree in Nursing, Chemical Dependency, or 
Early Childhood Education. A committee will need to review the 
applications and make the selections. 

e) Ideas for Domestic Violence Awareness Month in October.


Some suggestions included having a Proclamation by local governments


and possibly the Tribal Councils. An Op-Ed in the papers as well as 


a panel on Todd Ortloff’s Show were discussed. Jim was asked to set up


a meeting with members of the STOP Grant Group on May 23rd to discuss


what we might collectively do to observe the Month. 


Ida talked about a display that uses silhouettes that could be displayed at 

various locations in the county as kind of a traveling display at various


events. She will try to find out if such a display is available from the state. 


It was suggested that we look at yard signs that could be moved around 


the communities to raise awareness. Transit advertising was discussed as


a relatively low cost way to promote the month. Ida also talked about the 


placing of flowers by individuals at any memorial event. 


Norma has been in contact with Mitzi Chandler who is living in Arizona. 


She is a former resident of Port Angeles who came from a very abusive


home and wrote a book of prose about her experiences called Whiskey’s


Song. Norma read a couple of her recollections. She has ordered number


of copies of the book. Unfortunately, her husband is very ill and she is not


able to travel. It was suggested that we consider holding a reading of the


book by various members of the community as an event and possible 


fundraiser. Ellen suggested writing a letter to Victor Rivas Rivers who is a 

former pro football player with the Miami Dolphins. He is an author, actor,


and child advocate. He was a domestic violence victim as a child. 


Florence announced that Patty Bland will be doing a training on Domestic


Violence and Chemical Dependency scheduled from 9 until 4:30 on June


6th. Donna Beagel will be doing a community training on Intergenerational


Poverty on June 17th from 9 until 4. There was also discussion about an


ACEs training in September. Several possible presenters were mentioned.

g) Discussion on 10th Anniversary Celebration – possible ideas/timelines


Suggestions included doing a proclamation, sharing ideas at the annual


Meeting in May. The group held its first meeting in January of 1998. 


Brenda Butterfield did the initial organizing for the group. It was 


suggested that we do something each month at our meetings, compile


a brief history of the group, collect photos of the original members, 


compile a report. Florence noted that we have sponsored 0ver 70 


trainings attended by more that 4,000 individuals. Another suggestion


was to have 3 birthday parties – one in Sequim, Port Angeles, and Forks. 


The committee also discussed compiling the hours and miles accumulated


by members of the coalition.

There was a 
brief discussion about including education by using research based 
programs and the need to set a standard for programming efforts.
