MINUTES

In attendance: Norma Turner, Susan Hillgren, Ellen Fetchiet, Florence Bucierka, Ida Carroll, Mark Baumann, and Jim Borte

Attorney Mark Baumann was in attendance at Ellen’s invitation. Welcome, Mark! He is interested in learning more about Prevention Works! and becoming a board member. Mark has been in practice for 20 years. He enjoys working on high conflict cases such as divorce. Mark shared that he has studied Domestic Violence and conflict in interpersonal relationships. He has been involved in several community groups and programs. It was also mentioned that he has been involved with the Port Angeles Youth Soccer Club and wrote their mission statement. He shared his belief that sports can be a great experience in the lives and development of children.
1) 
Review of POE Committee minutes from the June 13, 2008 meeting 

Norma asked if anybody had contacted Dorothy Drain at Peninsula College about arranging a program on Domestic Violence at a future Studium Generale. She added that the schedule is arranged several months in advance. In the future, it would be better to be more specific on action items and to prioritize them. Jim said that he had not contacted her, but will do so. In response to Norma’s question, he said that the program should include information on DV issues and what resource programs are available locally. It might even be possible to have someone who was a victim to share their story. The minutes were approved as written.

Norma said she needed some help on transferring the ACE PowerPoint from the Family Policy Council. She wants to delete the slides in the presentation that relate to Pierce County. Florence offered that Jennifer Charles would be able to help do that. 

2)
Old Business/Follow-up: 

a)  Follow up on DV Awareness Campaign in October: Report on the Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault Task Force Meeting on July 17th, Review of possible projects, and Budget request to PW! Board.
Susan talked about the yard sign project and said that she had bought the plywood and rebar materials for the signs. Norma related that at the Domestic Violence & Sexual Assault Task Force meeting that they were excited about the signs and would like to have at least three sets, so that they could be used in Forks, Port Angeles, and Sequim.  Susan said that she needs to move forward within the next two weeks. She has a young painter who is willing to help out. The group agreed that he needs to be compensated in some manner for his time and effort in helping out. There may be enough material to have six sets.  We need to get ideas about potential messages for the signs. The committee voted to request $400 from PW! for the signs. Norma mentioned that the members at the DV/SA Task Force meeting were very excited about the signs and support from PW!. 
Jim talked about the Forget-Me-Not seed packets. He did some research and has found a site on the internet that has the lowest rate, which includes the cost of having our messages printed on the packets. The cost will be approximately $262.50 plus set up and shipping costs. He shared that the messages would be printed on the envelopes. The committee decided to charge a dollar per packet and give the gross receipts to support Domestic Violence Programs in our county. Florence suggested having Jennifer help out with designing and constructing displays for the packets. They would be sold at service club meetings, businesses, doctor offices, agencies, and other locations or events, such as the Sequim Pubic Safety Fair. 

Ellen suggested that we would need some plastic donation containers, so people could leave their contributions. She said that she has some. Another suggestion was to have them available at future community trainings. A list of potential distribution locations will be developed. A budget request will be presented to the board at their next meeting. Norma suggested that our messaging should be definitive, consistent and synergistic. Jennifer will be asked to assist in designing a logo and messages for the displays.
The group reviewed the list of potential projects that had been developed. The members of the Domestic Violence/Sexual Assault Task Force will probably take on most of the work. They will be meeting on August 21st at Healthy Families (1 pm) in their board room. There was discussion on a presentation built on readings from Mitzi Chandler’s book, “Whiskey’s Song” .  The decision was made to put the presentation off until next year. Florence and Norma mentioned that would approach Rebecca, Carol (and her husband) to see if they could use the material to develop a program similar to the format of the Vagina Monologues, which uses several presenters and a minimum of staging/lighting. Girls of various ages could be used to play the role of Mitzi as she grows older in the production. Ellen also suggested that Diana Bigelow be contacted. Norma will contact Mitzi to see if see could attend as a special guest at the production, next year.
Healthy Families has the street banners from last year’s observance. The traveling Silent Victim Witness Presentation will be in Forks on October 20th, Port Angeles on the 21st, Sequim for the 22nd, and on to Port Townsend on the 24th. It was recommended that letters to the editor be coordinated and several people be asked to write their contribution on a variety of topics related to the issue. There a need to have accurate statistical data and information. Another idea was about asking Martha Ireland to write about DV in her column. Jim Casey with the PDN should also be contacted. Ida offered that Supreme Court Justice Susan Owen be approached because that is an issue that she is deeply concerned about. 
b) Discussion on Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACE) training follow-up plans for the future.

Norma talked about her idea for a two stage evaluation process for all Prevention Works! community trainings. The idea is to follow up about 6-8 weeks after the event to have those who attended report on how they have used the training and what the value was for them or what they learned.  This process would be helpful for use in future reports and grant applications.  Thus, we would have the initial quantitative evaluation followed up by a qualitative one. Ellen moved and Susan seconded a motion to recommend to the board that we develop and use a two part evaluation system for all future trainings. The motion was passed by a consensus voice vote.

c)  Finalize arrangements for PC Scholarships.
Jim distributed two forms from the college for the establishment of the two $750 scholarships from PW! as part of our 10th Anniversary Celebration. The first form is the one that students would complete as part of an application packet. Several suggested changes were made to the form, including: 1) adding “is” to line 5 under the Criteria section, 2) eliminating the reference to the Running Start Program, and 3) limiting the use of the scholarship funds to just tuition and books. 
Jim will make the changes on the second form under section VI Scholarship Award Distribution, verbiage will be added that stipulate that designated members of the Prevention Works! will constitute the selection committee for the awarding of the two scholarships. The paperwork will be prepared and presented to the Chair for her signature and submission to the college. Our new legal advisor graciously offered his tacit approval to the changes in the two documents. 
Clarification was sought regarding the effort to provide $500 for support of the STARS Training Program. A motion was made by Norma and seconded by Ellen to recommend that the PW! Board include the funding amount be available for distribution over the time period between board authorization and December 31, 2009.  The motion was approved unanimously by members present. Jim will request that Minnie add the recommendations from the committee to the next board room for their consideration and deliberation.

3)
Discussion on the status of the Prevention Plan.
Norma talked about a new inspiration she had regarding the plan. It is based on an effort led by Seth Dawson to develop a Blue Ribbon Task Force to produce a Criminal Justice Plan. One of the advantages would be to widen public support for the project by engaging key leaders within various segments of the community. Another plus would be additional publicity about the effort and the fact that such a process would also elevate awareness among the members of the community. We could use the work already done by PW! as a starting point for the process. 
Florence spoke about how she had attended a recent meeting of the Board of County Commissioners in which Eric Lewis from OMC was seeking a letter of endorsement for the hospital levy from the commissioners. She said that he spoke about importance and cost effectiveness of prevention in health care. She also suggested that we have a short Executive Summary that would supported by statistical and other supporting materials that would have additional details of the Prevention Plan. 

Norma made a motion, which was seconded by Ida to recommend to the Board that POE and other interested board members work to design and recommend a process involving selected individuals to convene in an effort to develop and produce a Prevention Plan for our Community. The motioned was passed by consensus. Jim said that he would email a copy of the Snohomish Blue Ribbon Commission to board members as a background/reference document. 
4)
New Business:

a) Future Adverse Childhood Experiences Training.
The committee members discussed the possibility of having a work group decide how to do a follow up training on the recent ACEs Training. The group decided to look at potential presenters and a format to be conducted sometime in February or March of next year. It would probably be held on a Saturday to allow better participation from a broader representation of the community.  Florence will bring information to the next meeting on potential speakers as well as information from the 2 day training held in Spokane and a one day session in Clark County. Norma made and Ellen seconded a motion to recommend to the board that an ad hoc work group be established to plan the training. It will be open to all of those who attended the ACEs Training. 
b) Presentation by the Tribes.
Florence spoke about the concept of sponsoring a cultural competency training about the four local tribes. She had a discussion with Kim Kettel with the Jamestown S’Klallam Tribe about what should be considered. Kim said to wait until after the end of the Annual Canoe Journey. Kim suggested approaching the leadership of each tribe according to their traditions and protocols.  Florence envisions possibly a full day training that would allow each tribe to share their story in their own way. It might include telling or their creation story, traditions, or history through a variety of expressions. The Tribal Leaders could determine who would represent the tribe. Florence mentioned that the project is part of the SDFSC work plan for the fiscal year, which provides support for Prevention Works!
One idea expressed was to hold the gathering at a neutral location, such as the new long house at the College, which could be a partner and resource in the effort. It would be a great opportunity to work with the College and the tribes. A work group will be needed to make contacts, do the design and planning for the event. Norma made and Ellen seconded a motion to recommend to the PW! Board to establish an Ad Hoc subcommittee to take the lead on the proposal. The motion passed by a consensus of voice.
c) Potential POE Projects from the Annual Meeting

No action was taken due to the lack of time available.

Other thoughts, ideas, comments, discussions, announcements, etc.

Norma and Florence shared information about the visit by Big Brother/Big Sisters to meet with the YMCA and Boys and Girls Club about the possibility of establishing a Big Brothers/Big Sisters Mentoring Program. Cindy Kelly has also been working on getting the tribes involved. Future discussions and meetings are in the works. 

Ellen reported that a group of people involved with the Port Angeles School District have been meeting to discuss the issues of truancy, attendance, and drop outs. They are looking at possible update of the district’s policy and the idea of collaboration around a school based clinic that would serve a number of health issues. Individuals involved in the effort include Ellen, Resa, Cindy Kelly, Susan, Steve Baxter, Norma, and Minnie. Florence mentioned that she has a friend who works for Advocates for Youth, which is a national group involving in school based clinics and related issues. 
The Washington Health Foundation will be holding a meeting in the Commissioners’ Meeting Room on Friday, August 8th from 12:30 – 2:30 pm.
