Review of POE Committee minutes from the May 23rd meeting –


Minutes from the May 23rd meeting were approved as written.

Old Business/Follow-up 


a)  Brainstorm and select ideas/elements for Domestic Violence Awareness 
Campaign in October – While compiling a list of potential ideas for the 
campaign and thinking about Susan’s idea of using yard signs with a 
flower and messages, Jim presented some information that he had found 


on the internet. He proposed that we use the Forget Me Not flower as a 


symbol along with the purple ribbon which part of  the national campaign.


He suggested that we use flower seed packets to promote the effort and 

use as a fundraiser. He found website with seeds available at a low price. 


We could add a message and sell them as a fundraiser for local DV 
programs.


A possible message might be – “Let’s stop Domestic Violence! Plant these


Forget Me Nots as seeds of love and hope. Working together we can grow


a safer community for all!” The group also reviewed the list of possible


activities for the campaign. Norma suggested adding the tribes to the list


of possible governmental proclamations. The list will be shared with the 


members of the STOP Grant Committee which will be meeting on 
Thursday, June 19th from 1 until 2 pm in the Jack Pittis Memorial 
Conference Room located in the Port Angeles City Hall. 


It was suggested that Dorothy Drain should be contacted as soon as 


possible about reserving a date in October for the Studium Generale 
program at Peninsula College. 


Ellen talked about getting the ESD and Schools involved in some ACEs 


Training. She has had some discussions with several school district 

Personnel about dropout and truancy rates in the schools. The discussion 


turned to Restorative Justice. Clark County has an extensive program as


part of their juvenile program. The youth  are involved in community 


projects with mentors. It was suggested that we look to replicate a 


similar program locally. A group of people are meeting with Pete Peterson


and staff about such a program locally. It was suggested that PW should 


join the local Volunteer Center as an associate member.


b) Discussion on Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACE) training follow-up


plans for the future. – Norma and Susan attended the Train the Trainer 


session at Ocean Shore, earlier in the week. Many of those participating

said that the 90 minutes presentation doesn’t fit into most opportunities


in local communities. They suggested that it needs to be shorter. It was


agreed that presenters could develop shorter presentations, but they 


could not link it to the Family Policy Council. 


Norma plans to design a version that drops material related to Pierce


County. She will also add some slides from Dr. Felitti’s web site and 


information pertinent to Clallam County. There is a need to develop a 

plan to present the concepts to key leaders in the community and to


educate key leaders, service providers and others. 


c) The group reviewed the paperwork for the Prevention Works! Tenth


Anniversary Scholarship at Peninsula College. The group decided that the 


selection criteria will include: must be at least a half time student, Must 

not be a current Running Start Student, must have letter(s) of 
recommendation from an non-related adult in the  community, preference 
will be given to students with financial needs, must be pursuing one of 
the following areas of study – Early Childhood 
Education, Substance 
Abuse/Chemical Dependency, Education, Nursing, Education, Sociology, 
and Psychology.  The group also said they would like to form selection 
committee to review the applications for the two scholarships.


d) Discussion on the 10th Anniversary Celebration – possible 
ideas/timeline – The group decided that this should be part of the 


discussion at the annual board meeting in July.
