1) 
Review of POE Committee minutes from the March 7, 2008 meeting 


One correction was made to the draft minutes. The amount of the STAR 


Scholarship Fund was only $500 and not $750. Nancy Martin said that 


there wasn’t any cost for STAR Continuing Education Credits, but that 


there was a funding need to hire presenters for such training. Since the 


PW Board had specifically approved the funds for CEUs, the committee

decided to take the information back to the Board for their consideration. 


Susan offered to ask Nancy about possible presenters or training topics


that PW could help sponsor for child care providers.

Leftover Business (like food and guests starts to become unpleasant!)


- Planning  for Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACE) Training in May 

Norma has communicated with Krista Goldstine-Cole with the Family


Policy Council about doing some trainings on ACE. Arrangements have


been made to have an open training on Friday, May 2nd from 11:30 


until 1 pm in Linkletter Hall at Olympic Medical Center. The committee


decided that Norma’s idea of doing a media tour was a great idea. Plans 


will be made to have her on Todd Ortloff’s Show Thursday, May 1st and

possibly meeting with the Sequim Gazette and Peninsula Daily News. 


The committee will also explore the possibility of having her meet with 


educators, medical professionals and others during her visit. Cynthia will 

be meeting with the Sequim Superintendent to see if someone from the 


School District would be able to attend the training. It was suggested that


we explore the possibility of having a training next year as an in-service


training for the local school districts. The committee will make an effort 


to invite each school. 


- Finalize Scholarships for Graduating Seniors 


Susan sent an email to Peninsula College regarding the establishment of


the scholarships. There is a need to move forward quickly to establish 
them as quickly as possible. Norma offered to contact Karen to clarify the 
$750 amount for both scholarships.


- Decisions on PW Business Card, so we can ask the Board for approval


The group discussed the final design for the business card. The email


address was incomplete on the original draft. The group decided that the 


use of a parchment card stock with our name and email address in a 
darker blue color. Jim will make a proposal to the Board requesting the 
expenditure of up to a $100 for approximately 1,000 cards. The group 

also discussed the need to develop a Thank You/Recognition Card that 


could be used to thank our presenters and sponsors as well as sending it


to youth who are doing great things in their lives and the community. It 


would be an excellent way to recognize their efforts.


- Planning for Kids Fest, April 12th 

Norma gave the materials for making the bead necklaces/wrist bands to 


Ellen. Jim will circulate the signup sheet at the next Board meeting and 


send out an email on the list serve. He will also submit the entry form.
Approximately 12 volunteers are needed to staff the booth in two hour 
shifts. That includes set up and take down. 


Jim will contact Florence regarding publicity for Micah McCarty’s 


presentation at the April meeting. The group agreed to contact some


people in the community to personally invite them to the meeting. It 


was suggested that we explore the possibility of having a cross cultural


exchange that would enable the tribal youth to do a presentation about


their annual paddle that could be taken to all the schools in the


community.  The committee discussed the issue of racism in our county.


- Discussion on Child Abuse Awareness Month Proclamation by BOCC and 
 
  an appearance on Todd Ortloff’s Show.


Jim has gathered some samples of proclamations including the one signed


by the Governor. He also has collected some articles on the issue and will


send two of them to Cynthia. The committee will ask the Board to sponsor 


a proclamation that could be adopted by the Board of County 


Commissoners. Cynthia offered to take it to the Sequim City Council. Ellen

reminded the group that Patty Bland is scheduled to do a workshop this


Summer. Florence is coordinating it. 


Jim presented some information on Domestic Violence and the STOP 


Grant. He has been invited to attend their next meeting on Tuesday,


March 25th at 2 pm to discuss ways we can work with them to focus


Community attention on the issue in October which will be National


Domestic Violence Awareness Week. The goal will be to involve 


elected officials and other community leaders in raising awareness and 


establishing a strong community norm opposed to a no tolerance position.

- Increases positive behavior

- Has no evidence against it

- Contains a manual or written components

Community Innovation
- Has research based components

- Adapted to needs of the Community

- Has not yet undergone formal research

- Has an evaluation process
