Minutes from Rock N Roll – Wednesday, February 11, 2004

Action Items for Next Meeting:

· Fiona will poll RNR members on best day in the month to meet and if meetings should be held monthly.  Currently the meetings are scheduled for the 2nd Wednesday of the month.
· Fiona will contact John Reed on using Tempest for monthly RNR meetings.  
· Fiona will contact Stacie Neff at the Health Department to discuss data on youth health concerns and to discuss the possibility of a presentation on this data at the next RNR meeting.  

· Susan will contact Jody Jacobsen on “tickets” for youth when caught smoking and on what classes are required for youth.

· Fiona will contact Jody Jacobsen to discuss gaps in services that exist within our community. 

· Fiona will call the high schools to see if RNR could have a booth at Freshman Orientations at the high schools in the fall to publicize youth organizations and activities in the community.

· Fiona will contact the Human Services Council in Clark County for prices on their one page Resources for Teens 2003 sheet.  

Those present: Fiona Hert, Susan Hillgren, Mike Svec, and Jody Moss

Fiona called the meeting to order and told the group that the meeting was not posted on email to the entire Prevention Works list.  She will make sure to do so next time for the next meeting.  Emails were sent to all members who attended the December 10th meeting. The date was also posted in the minutes, which were circulated in December.  

Fiona asked if the time for the meeting worked and if monthly meetings seemed appropriate.  Jody recommended that Fiona ask members which days of the month worked best. (Action Item) It was decided that for the next month we would continue with the 2nd Wednesday of the month.  

Minutes: Mike asked that his association as listed in the minutes be changed from the YMCA to When United Together. 

Mission of Rock N Roll:

Fiona reviewed a checklist of the possible mission and role of RNR (Rock N Roll) that includes informational both to and from the community and organizations, networking, tasks and accomplishments, and public policy.  It was decided that for reporting in the minutes that tasks assigned would be included at the top of the minutes and would provide the basis for the next meeting.  Mike also asked that agendas be sent out one week prior to the meeting. 

Fiona asked what RNR can do to promote and resolve youth issues and needs.  Jody shared that the Communities That Care project is considering a youth forum.  Mike discussed how we could better match youth to organizations and increase participation in such organizations as Tempest and the Teen Scene.  It was suggested that RNR hold their meetings at Tempest if approved by John Reed.  Fiona will contact John about this. (Action Item) 

Susan discussed relationships with schools particularly the high school and asked if RNR could work more effectively to develop community partnerships with the local middle and high schools. 

Fiona discussed the need for this group to learn about data and statistics on youth health in Clallam County.  It was suggested that Fiona contact Stacie Neff at the Health Department to discuss youth health data and to discuss the possibility of a presentation on this data at the next RNR meeting.  Fiona will contact Stacie.  (Action item)

Jody recommended Karen Meyer to present on the surveys and results from youth in the Communities That Care data.  Fiona shared the 2003 Needs Assessment sheet, which lists risk and protective factors compared to the state average and the prioritization.  Jody reported that the CTC project will be focusing on 5th and 6th grades and they have prioritized family management as their top concern.  In the 2nd year of the project, they will be looking at risk of academic failure.  Discussion followed on ways to include all parents and families in presentations and programs that address these risk and protective factors.  

Discussion followed on how to provide information to parents if and when their child or children may fail or be failing in a subject.  It would be useful to parents if a listing of resources for academic assistance could be included with the mailed out report card. 

Teen Smoking: Susan discussed the issue of teen smoking and the referral of youth into smoking cessation classes.  Susan will contact Jody Jacobsen on “tickets” for youth when caught smoking and on what classes are required for youth.  (Action Item)

Jody suggested that we also discuss what gaps in services exist within our community and that RNR use this information to determine our priorities.   Fiona will contact Jody Jacobsen on the availability of this data.  (Action Item)

Youth Organizations: Discussion continued on the need to increase support of youth organizations.  Fiona added that our mission is to be inclusive of all interested persons working with and for youth and to support and implement research based programs and curricula whenever possible.   

Drop Out Retrieval and Prevention:  Fiona reported on the Workforce Training and Education Coordinating Board’s legislative briefing and action plan on dropout prevention and retrieval and for the support from RNR on this plan. She discussed that Northwest Services has this as a priority within its service delivery with Workforce Investment Act funds.  Jody reported on the new student identifier system/tracking system that will be put into place, which will aid in student identification in state for drop out retrieval information gathering. She discussed the Dr. Gerald Anderson’s CQI program from Brazosport, Texas that is being tested in Port Angeles High School, Roosevelt, and Fairview Elementary School that will assist in increasing positive student outcomes.  Drop out prevention would be a priority for this group and discussion followed on RNR priorities as referenced on the agenda. 

Promotion of youth organizations: It was suggested that RNR contact the high schools and be included in freshman orientations.  Student groups have booths during these evening presentations. It was suggested that RNR ask if they could be a part of these orientations.   Fiona will call the high schools to see if this is possible for the fall. (Action Item)

Resource Guide:

Fiona reported that funding for the resource youth directory might be redirected.  Therefore RNR should consider a less expensive solution.  Jody shared the Clark County Vancouver one page directory.  Fiona will contact the Human Services Council in Clark County for prices on their one page sheet.  Fiona also asked that youth be involved in deciding what categories would be useful in this directory.  

RNR Priorities:

Fiona asked members to review and add to the list. Members will be asked to review this list at the next meeting and to discuss prioritization.   “RNR will focus on the following: decreasing school drop out rates and increasing school retention, decreasing substance abuse, juvenile delinquency, teen pregnancy; increasing social skills development and conflict skills development and decreasing risk taking behaviors, sexual and physical abuse, and suicide prevention.”

The next meeting will be Wednesday, March 10th at 3:30 to 5 pm possibly at Tempest.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:05 pm.
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
